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BELT AND ROAD INITIATIVE

China-CEEC, and Albania’s
positioning in Chinese initiatives
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| Dr. Marsela MUSABELLIU

The need for a small coun-
try to be under the good
graces of a great power
has been justified by researchers
mainly in terms of the so-called
“Lilliputian’s Dilemma”. The

theory, put forward by academ-
ic Robert Keohane as early as
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1969, argues that great power can
provide a small state with much
more than access or the right
to be consulted. In Keohane’s
words, the small country can
increase its core influence while
expanding and deepening the
ties that contribute to the politi-
cal leverage of the small power by
putting its own national interests
first.

As far as relations with the “pow-
erful” are concerned, Albanians
are aware that some of the best
and some of the worst decisions
that have ever been made to seal
the nation’s destiny have been
made by the Great Powers. So it
often seems to have become nor-
mal that in popular culture this

gratitude borderlines servility,
while antagonism borderlines
fanaticism. Be it for political in-
terests or doctrinal dogmatism,
deep approval or disapproval of
a particular power is never in the
interest of a small nation. Small
states must avoid being trapped
by unnecessary, premature, and
self-fulfilling polarization, says
Koehane.

The “powerful” in the 21st centu-
ry are many, but the polarization
in Albania is overwhelmingly
one-sided. Almost inexplicably,
the current Chinese economic
and political weight on the world
stage is not properly perceived or
portrayed in Albania, so the ac-
tions and reactions of the Alba-



nian political institutions (past
and present) seem confused
when dealing with the People’s
Republic of China as a whole, or
in relation to Chinese initiatives
in particular. At a perceptive
level, it is found that China’s in-
volvement in Albania and the re-
gion is taken as a threat-opportu-
nity or competition-cooperation
paradigm, and in some cases,
alarmist voices find strong local
bases to support their “theories”.
The public discourse is extreme-
ly polarized regarding China,
throughout the region, not only
in Albania, but Albania has some
specific characteristics.

Belt and Road Initiative
and Albania
Proclaimed by Chinese President
Xi Jinping in 2013 as a strategy
developed by the Chinese gov-
ernment, the “Belt and Road
Initiative” relied on what was
an iconic product of China, and
over the centuries became part of
trade history and world culture,
the Silk Road. The Belt and Road
Initiative (BRI) is trying to re-
trace the ancient trade routes of
the Silk Road by connecting East
and West on land and sea routes.
According to the outline of the
initiative by China’s National De-

velopment and Reform Commis-
sion (NDRC), the BRI is based on
five cooperation priorities: Policy
coordination: Facilitating inter-
connectivity: Free or unimpeded
trade: Financial integration: and
people-to-people  connections
and exchanges. Like the initia-
tive itself, the priorities are con-
stantly evolving. The support of
this initiative at the global level is
exceptional, over 150 countries,
in more than % of the member
countries of the United Nations,
are part of it. To focus on our
continent, 18 countries of the Eu-
ropean Union are members.

Chinese authorities see infra-
structure as the best means to
reach the so-called “Economic
Corridors”. But the economic
corridors require financial sup-
port, and according to the lat-
est calculations based on the
launched projects, if the BRI were
a country, it would be ranked as
the eighth largest economy in the
world, eclipsing Italy, Brazil, Can-
ada, and Russia. BRI plans are
very ambitious projects, but for
China, this is nothing new. For
centuries China was unrivaled
in its efficiency, competence, and
ability to undertake large-scale
projects. This initiative may rep-
resent another comprehensive
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model for international econom-
ic and political cooperation and
it is viewed as the most ambi-
tious Chinese international pol-
icy initiative in history. But it’s
not all infrastructure, China has
promoted the BRI as a tool for
peace, stability, and prosperity.
The purpose of the BRI is that
of economic integration and the
tremendous potential of a new
era of global prosperity.

Albania officially becomes part
of BRI in 2017

The First BRI Summit held in
Beijing in 2017 also marked Al-
bania’s official participation in
this initiative. On this occasion,
the Minister of Transport and
Infrastructure Sokol Dervishaj
was present, who signed the
Memorandum of Understanding
(MoU) with He Lifeng, Minis-
ter Responsible for the National
Development and Reform Com-
mission. The seven-point mem-
orandum focused on further
strengthening cooperation in the
fields of transport, infrastruc-
ture, and finance.

What has happened since that
year? — Essentially, the road is
paved from the Chinese side, but
this road has not yet been stepped
on by the Albanian side. The po-
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litical implications that are often
the only description of the BRI
have triumphed over pragmatism
in cooperation. Never in modern
history has a Chinese initiative
received as much political, me-
dia, and analytical opposition as
the BRI. In fact, before the ini-
tiative came to Europe, opposing
voices came along, with catch-
phrases such as influence, inter-
vention potential, can impact in-
ternal policies, and the most (mis)
used “debt trap”... Here we are a
decade later, and no none of these
have been validated or material-
ized, and most EU countries have
embraced the initiative.

China-CEEC Platform,
Albania has been part of
it since its creation

Albania is one of the co-signato-
ry, founding countries of the Chi-
na-Central and Eastern Coun-
tries (China-CEEC) platform in
2012 in Poland. In that year, in
Poland, it was the then-deputy
Prime Minister Edmond Haxhi-
nasto who signed with Chinese
Premier of the time Wen Jiabao.
From the beginning of this plat-
form, the expectations in Alba-
nia were high, but also perhaps

somewhat misconstrued. In its
beginnings, this platform relied
heavily on the trade potential
between China and Albania. In
fact, China remains one of its
main trade partners in Albania
and within the framework of
the China-CEE agreement there
has been progress at the level of
communication, but there is still
a great untapped potential.

High-level government engage-
ment has been central. The Al-
banian Prime Minister has par-
ticipated in 7 out of 9 meetings
[Bucharest 2013, Belgrade 2014,

The intergovernmen- , ,
tal culture/trade/
investment dialogue and
especially the signing

of agreements open a
window of communica-
tion and create a kind

of common history for
mutual exchange in

the present and future.
There is no reason why it
should not be supported.

Suzhou 2015, Riga 2016, Sofia
2018, Dubrovnik 2019, virtual
Beijing 2021]. Only in two cases
did the deputy prime minister
participate [Warsaw 2012, Bu-
dapest 2017]. Thus, this created
another opportunity for respec-
tive leaders to exchange ideas
and coordinate policies. In con-
tinuation of facilitating the con-
nectivity between the countries,
since March 2023, Albanians can
travel to China without visas,
and vice versa, and this was ini-
tiated years ago, in a meeting of
the China-CEEC platform.

This type of cooperation is cre-
ating the foundations for inten-
sifying relations in the future
based on mutual recognition.
Intensified contacts make us
more inclined to understand and
accept each other’s realities. The
importance of bilateral dialogue
lies beyond the political element,
and China-CEEC seems to have
ensured this. The intergovern-
mental culture/trade/investment
dialogue and especially the sign-
ing of agreements open a window
of communication and create a
kind of common history for mu-
tual exchange in the present and
future. There is no reason why it
should not be supported.

China’s efforts at the diplomatic
level have been numerous and
vested with “state capital” by giv-
ing assurances as to what can be
done on the ground with human
and economic capital. It should
be emphasized that the PRC’s
Embassy in Albania has been ex-
tremely proactive in encouraging
and promoting any kind of coop-
eration and communication be-
tween countries within the BRI,
China-CEEC, and beyond.

But not only that, on October
29, 2021, Chinese State Council-
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or and Foreign Minister Wang
Yi arrived in Albania for an of-
ficial state visit. There were three
high-level meetings on the min-
ister’s agenda, and one of the key
words he used in this meeting
with the Albanian authorities
was “double engine”. China will
widely support the driving effects
of the BRI and the China-CEEC
platform to serve the countries of
the region to achieve what they
want most. And Minister Wang
emphasized that we must work
together to translate the poten-
tial for cooperation into tangible
results. This “double engine” is
the most efficient way to achieve
the desired results. From a small
country perspective and a devel-
oping country perspective, what
these initiatives offer should be
enticing for economists and pol-
icymakers.

Citing the former Albanian am-
bassador to China, Mr. Hajdar
Muneka, the participation of rel-
atively poor countries, such as
Albania, in Chinese initiatives
is a golden opportunity for their
development, but this also re-
quires serious commitment. As
the initiator of these initiatives,
China offers a lot, but all parties

should be invested seriously and
with full capacity for the devel-
opment of their country.

As an excellent connoisseur of
China, the rhythms of Chinese
diplomacy and projects, Muneka
suggests insightfully and lucidly
for his country’s policymakers:
“The Chinese train is moving at
a tremendous speed. The winner
is the country that manages to
build a station for this train in its
country.”

The mechanical analogies of the

engine and trains to the rhythms
of the Chinese road are not acci-

dental. Anyone who knows Chi-
na knows that there is neither
any waste of time, nither loss of
willingness, much less a slow-
down in action. Chinese projects
and initiatives are an unstoppa-
ble machine toward moderniza-
tion that should be attractive to
developing countries.

Finally, the perception, approach,
and reasoning towards any large
country in a small country must
be done on valid analytical bas-
es and without biases, because it
does not allow a country to make
the proper decisions in relation to
others. There is a trend for sever-
al years, not only in Albania but
in the entire Western Balkans,
where the dichotomy in the pub-
lic discourse of presence vs. influ-
ence is clear.

When talking about Euro-At-
lantic countries, the word used
is “presence”, when talking about
China, the most used word is “in-
fluence”. This is neither correct,
nor productive, nor necessary. If
there is an opportune time when
pragmatism should triumph over
dogmatism, that time is today.

or decades, the democrati-

zation of global politics has

become an important topic
on the international agenda. It
seems clear that what is needed
more than ever is enabling the
participation of all and intensify-
ing cooperation at multiple levels
of global governance.
We live at an opportune moment
in history to examine the dynam-
ics of global change. With China’s
rapid growth, with the chaotic
conditions around the world -
those of security, peace, and hu-
man development - it is of great
importance that China’s role is
first understood and secondly ap-
preciated.
To understand it, it is better to
rely on Chinese sources, rather
than the interpretations of others,
which are mostly biased and po-
litical. To appreciate it properly,
it is enough to look at China’s ap-
proach to the international arena
with a few words/sentences such
as community with the shared
destiny of mankind, cooperation
with mutual benefits, true multi-
lateralism, not dividing the world
into blocs, rejecting “ the mental-
ity of the Cold War”..etc.
How to explain the Chinese path
to the global audience? - First, it
is important to see it by epochs.
Professor Feng Zhongping, the
Director-General of the Institute
of European Studies at CASS, and
the President of the China-CEE
Institute, subdivides China’s path
into three stages.
The first phase encompasses the
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The first phase encompass-
es the first thirty years as
the ones of independence,

which lasted from the
founding of the PRC in 1949
until 1979. At this time,
China’s focus was self-de-
termination, autonomy,
internal focus, and more in
this realm of independence.

first thirty years as the ones of
independence, which lasted from
the founding of the PRC in 1949
until 1979. At this time, China’s
focus was self-determination, au-
tonomy, internal focus, and more
in this realm of independence.
The second stage, starting from
1979 to 2009, is the one of inte-
gration. In these decades, China
was connecting to the rest of the
world and the world was discov-
ering China.

The third stage comes at the
turning point, in 2009 to date,
what Prof. Feng calls the stage of

China bringing more contribu-
tion in shaping the world order.
As the world expected China to
do more, since that year to date,
China is contributing more to
international, global, and public
goods, with several initiatives ac-
cording to the needs of the times
and creating so a global network
of partnerships.

Indeed, after 2009, there have
been a series of statements and
initiatives, and China is speaking
to the world somewhat differ-
ently than before. Its economic
achievements, increased welfare,
and poverty eradication are now
being presented to the world
with a perspective for the future.
China thinks globally, it doesn't
think narrowly, and it doesn’t
even think regionally.

Officials in Beijing are trying to
address global problems with the
idea of the “common destiny” of
mankind. Rather than being seen
as a rival, it should be seen as of-
fering a beacon of hope with its
experience its path to moderniza-
tion, and recent global initiatives
for security in development and
civilization.

China represents a stability force
in this uncertain world, and this
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is attractive to those countries
that want peace and development.
Most nations are satisfied with
this Chinese activism and the
more vocal expression of Chinese
interest because it offers them al-
ternatives for development and
modernization.

Why is it attractive? — because
China talks about the issues that
really matter to the people, devel-
opment, modernization, mutual-
ly beneficial cooperation...these
are priorities for the vast major-
ity of people and nations. China
is unwaveringly promoting and
supporting true multilateralism.
Over the past decade, China has
set up several active platforms of
multilateralism, which have fos-
tered intensified interaction be-
tween institutions, citizens, and
governments.

Currently, China has the expe-
rience, the intention, the means,
and the guarantees for the future.
Experience - Starting with the
Belt and Road Initiative (BRI),
Global Development Initiative
(GDI), Global Civilization Ini-
tiative (GCI), and more, the PRC
is instrumental, proactive, and
aligned with what the majori-
ty wants in shaping the future
of true multilateralism. Howev-
er, they must be seen in the long
term, because they are a way of
thinking about the world by iden-
tifying as priorities, a sustainable
way to develop further.
Means/Ways - Proactive ap-
proach, China initiated and is
encouraging, promoting, and ex-
panding those initiatives, which
have the potential to become a
powerful engine of economic
growth and improvement, serv-
ing countries that are part of its
to achieve further development.
Intentions - the Chinese diplo-

matic agenda is intensifying ev-
ery day on a global scale, in for-
mal and informal settings, and
the discourse we hear is extreme-
ly encouraging. We hear phrases
like “Developing countries “car-
ried” China to the UN; China has
acted in the same spirit by talking
about the developing world.” Or,
“In the face of the global develop-
ment financing gap, China calls
on the international community
to sincerely cooperate and work
together to solve the problems of
developing countries, especially
poor countries.” Said on global
platforms, these declarations res-
onate deeply and these phrases
impact many countries that need
to be heard on the international
stage.

Guarantees - The continuity of
Chinese leadership is a guaran-
tee that along the way, China has
been and will be consistent in its
interactions with the rest of the
world.

How is China presenting itself
to the world during the last de-
cade? - China’s commitment to
work with the rest of the world
towards a “community of shared
future for mankind” reaffirms its
long-term foreign policy of peace

and prosperity, and this Chinese
vision is not a geopolitical scheme
to carve out spheres of influence
but represents the pursuit of the
aspirations of many peoples in
the world for cooperation and not
dependence.

Creating a community of shared
future for humanity stems from
traditional Chinese culture and
its centuries-old philosophy of
harmony and unity. President Xi
described this vision of China in
five directions “political, security,
economic, cultural and ecological”
and he calls for the creation of a
“community...that is open, inclu-
sive, for a clean and beautiful world
that enjoys lasting peace, universal
security and shared prosperity”.
What China advocates in the geo-
political dimension is a sovereign,
equality-oriented world, where
disputes are resolved through di-
alogue and peace is built on part-
nerships rather than enforced
through military alliances or po-
litical force.

But what does this Chinese ap-
proach mean in practice on the
international stage? - The expres-
sion “broad consultation, joint
contribution, and joint benefits”
is often heard by Chinese poli-
cymakers. China is addressing
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other countries saying that “We
together, discuss the rule of the
game - together jointly should
build it up according to our needs
and visions, and jointly share re-
sults.

No country can tackle the many
challenges  facing humanity
alone; no country can afford to
retreat into isolation. But while in
China statements are made to the
world about respect for culture,
history, heritage, and everything
else, the same is required of the
rest of the world vis-a-vis China,
and labeling, categorization, and
superficial description have no
place, especially when analyzing
its political system.

How does continuity coexist with
change in the Chinese system? -
China’s political system, especial-
ly in the West, is seen as the an-
tithesis of the present times and
is often taken as a reference point
to justify the lack of desire for
cooperation. But in fact, Social-
ism with Chinese Characteristics
has produced incredible welfare
and effective governance, and
ultimately in China, they know
very well that substance is more
important than form. A country
of more than 1.4 billion people
cannot be governed well without
proper, sound, and sustainable
institutions. Political institutions
as bearers and enforcers of the
will of the people represent the
ambition and reality of a nation.
And the ultimate goal of success-
ful leadership is to harmoniously
combine national, social, and in-
dividual aspirations.

The relationship between the state
and society in China is different
from that in the West. In China,
the state enjoys a lot of legitimacy,
a lot of authority, and a lot of ap-
proval from the citizens, because

it carries a special meaning as the
representative, embodiment, and
protector of the nation.

In this Chinese modernization,
people’s aspirations are channeled
through government commit-
ments to progress. It is a line of
thought and action in which peo-
ple matter and the main concern
is what is the best idea of progress
and how to achieve it. The system
as such is a plan of what best suits
the reality of a nation and what
best meets the needs of citizens,
through commitment to the ad-
vancement of social justice and
general human welfare.

In China, the government ful-
fills the expectations of the peo-
ple through a rigorous selection
of officials, if we only look at the
level, background, and CV of the
people who govern China, then it
will be understood that their ca-
pacity matches the expectations
and projections of the country.
People’s participation and social
and material improvement have
been remarkable experiences that
China has demonstrated to the
world. Numbers never lie, more
than 800 million people being
lifted out of poverty within a few
decades is a remarkable achieve-
ment by any standard and con-
sideration.

Setting long-term goals, medi-

um-term and short-term ob-
jectives that are constantly
monitored and modified, and
putting into practice the concept
of hierarchy, meritocracy, and
well-structured vision - this is
the blueprint of a success story. In
addition to adapting to changing
situations, China also maintains
continuity in grand strategies
and the application of socialism
with Chinese characteristics. The
CPC has led the comprehensive
transformation of the country for
more than seven decades, leaving
a deep imprint on China’s moder-
nity and beyond.

China’s economic miracle did not
happen by accident. It developed
directly from the policies initiat-
ed, implemented, and monitored
by the government at the central,
regional, and local levels. One of
the most powerful policy tools
that China has and will continue
to have is adapting to change and
reform.

How Chinese policymaking has
dealt with change and transfor-
mation should be analyzed in the
context of how China sees itself,
not how the world sees China.

To deliver prosperity to people is
to give them dignity, to give dig-
nity to the people is to give glory
to the nation, and this is to be ad-
mired.

founded was named after him ir
his lifetime. It is among the rare
cases in the world when, 32 years
after leaving active politics un-
til the day he closed his eyes, he
became even more famous thanks
to his publishing activity with 30
"best sellers” with hundreds of
writings and lectures in the world
on hot current events in internati-
onal relations.

Based on these values of his poly-
hedral personality, as a statesman
of a large country like Germany,
Schmidt was an advisor and point
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of reference for the highest Ger-
man politicians, left and right
and outside Germany, “the wisest
man in the world” as his close po-
litical friend Dr. Henry Kissinger.
We emphasize that in his activity
until he passed away in Decem-
ber 2015, China occupied a spe-
cial place. DW’s Sinologist expert,
Frank Sieren, says that "no one
else, except Kissinger, has dealt
with China as early, as long and
with as much interest as Chan-
cellor Helmut Schmidt”, a full 40
years at its highest levels.

He was the first German Chan-
cellor to officially visit Beijing in
1975, where he met Mao Zedong
(see photo below) and other se-
nior leaders. He continued these
visits and meetings even after le-
aving active politics.

In 1990, he again became the first
senior Western politician to go
to China as a mediator and met
Deng Xiaoping (see photo be-
low), in an effort to strengthen
the reform wing. His ideas and
thoughts on China were also ap-
preciated by American President
George Bush.

Later, in 2003, he met at the Ha-
nover Fair with Premier Wen Jia-

bao. For the last time, despite the
advanced age of 94, he visited Bei-
jing in 2012, where he met former
Premier Zhu Rongji and future
President Xi Jinping. The latter,
during his first official visit as
President in March 2014 in Ber-
lin, requested and held a meeting
with Schmidt. (see picture above)

Schmidt has emphasized in se-
veral interviews and public
events that his interest and visits
to China are not related to any
touristic, historical passion or
any sinophobia of his. The main
reason is that by knowing China
well, Germany and Europe can
design and implement effective
strategies and action programs.
These facts show that analyses
and long-term positions in re-
lations with China necessarily
require turning to the work and
extraordinary help of Helmut
Schmidt. Therefore, below we
dwell on some of his main lessons
and conclusions about China.
First, Schmidt laments the gap
between the West’s better under-
standing of China’s senior lea-
dership and the latter’s deficient
understanding of China. Western
deficits in recognizing Chinese
issues, peculiarities, differences,
and developments explain weak-
nesses in policies and attitudes
toward China.

Second, Schmidt highlights the

many values of the 5,000-year-
old Chinese civilization, which,
unlike other famous civilizations
that have disappeared over time,
has remained alive and vital. On
this occasion, he recalls that in
the 15th century, China was at
the peak of this civilization, from
shipbuilding, printing presses to
military technologies. This devel-
opment went later to Europe and
Latin America.

Thirdly, of great importance is the
fact that Chinese civilization has
generally had a peaceful chara-
cter, without tormenting others.
China has never had imperia-
list and conquering aims and/or
phenomena. He cites the examp-
le of the famous Chinese Admi-
ral in the 15th century, Zheng
He, who never used his navy to
attack others. On the contrary,
other Western colonial countries,
including Germany and Japan,
are known to have made colonial
invasions in China. Schmidt pe-
netrates deeply into its develop-
ments until the coming to power
of the communists with Mao Ze-
dong and Chinese developments
until 1990. He appreciates Chair-
man Mao as “a very impulsive,
charismatic man, who impres-
ses one’s mind and with talent”.
However, he criticizes the great
political movement of the 50s
and the Cultural Revolution. Me-
anwhile, he appreciates the eco-



nomic reforms of Deng Xiaoping,
whom he considers the greatest
communist leader of all time.

Fourthly, Schmidt highlights
China’s current trends in an ef-
fort to combine traditional com-
ponents and aspects with the mo-
dern development of a super-large
country, without the nationalism
and confrontation that have con-
sequences for such a giant coun-
try. He expresses his amazement
at the great progress made espe-
cially during the decade 2010 -

Beijing on April 7th, 2023 when
he declared that Europe should
have its own policy towards
China, independent of the USA,
which created numerous debates
and discussions.

This thesis, regardless of the con-
tradictions, has its own logic,
because it is known that Europe,
Germany, France, etc. have crea-
ted an extraordinary economic
and commercial dependence on
China, much greater than on
Russia, due to their own fault.

that Schmidt as a pragmatist po-
litician is right. The fact is that
the Western international pres-
sure on China in the last 34 years
has not been absent and has been
expressed in all the visits of the
highest levels to Beijing and the
Euro-Atlantic metropolises and
with numerous sanctions. But the
result is almost nothing because
China in its own right says that it
has its own standards in this area
as well as its alternative consulta-
tive democracy. And that Western

2020, giving as an example
the doubling of income per
capita! Likewise, Schmidt
evokes advances in the field
of industrialization of a spe-
cial kind, achievements in
the field of technology, mo-
dernization of agriculture,
technology; etc.

In this context, he high-

liberal democracy is not a
dogma, even it is shrinking
even in the most advanced
Western countries in favor
of extremism, populism,
and your negative “isms’.
To be honest, in the era of
globalization, when you
seek to extract as many
economic and commercial

lights President Xi Jinping
and his strategic goals to realize
the Chinese dream, the desire
for peace, the reform of the Par-
ty, Chinese socialism, the fight
against corruption, the protection
of the environment, etc.

Fifth, an interesting conclusion
is that the Chinese have indeed
“captured the world”, but without
military violence. With this Sch-
midt implies that it would be
good if the American friends had
learned and acted likewise!
Schmidt further suggests that the
West is better off giving up arro-
gance and lecturing China’s top
leadership. It would be best for
them to replace arrogance with
fair competition”

Sixth, according to him, "Europe
must realize its goals in the world
in cooperation with China”. Here
we are reminded of the debate
that arose after the return of Pre-
sident Macron from his visit to

Therefore, in attitudes towards
China, the principle “measure se-
ven times and wait once” will be
followed. Therefore, Germany has
recently been making compre-
hensive efforts in Brazil, in order
to compete economically with
projects of China, as well as the
EU, which has unveiled its pro-
gram with 600 billion Euros in
Africa, Asia, and Latin America,
as a counterweight to the Chinese
Belt and Road Initiative (BRI).
Seventh, another important com-
ponent is the one related to We-
stern demands and pressure on
human rights, issues of Tibet, Xi-
njiang, etc. For this, Schmidt said
that ”I have no right to ask others
to implement these rights, which
are not universal”.

In fact, despite the reservations
and objections normal in a de-
mocracy, the practice has shown

benefits from China and
other large countries as Brazil,
India, etc., and on the other hand
condition this with ethical diplo-
macy, that is, with their respect
for human rights, this may be
right in principle, but in practice
it does not work.

In conclusion, it has been about
8 years since the late Chancel-
lor Schmidt closed his eyes. But,
regardless of the nuances of the
case, the geopolitical logic, argu-
ments, and strategic suggestions
of the former emblematic Ger-
man Chancellor on China and
its geopolitics, of course, with the
adaptations of the case, remain
fair and valid.

Currently, the elaboration of his
political ideas and thoughts with
the dynamics of the case is fol-
lowed with historical objectivity
by the prestigious "Helmut Sch-
midt” Foundation.




Chinese "faults” and Western "sins”!

ecently, there have been in-
creased efforts and diplo-
atic demarche to reduce

the political, economic, and milita-
ry tones and tensions between the
US/the West in general vis-a-vis
China, after mutual accusations,
incidents in the Taiwan Strait, the
South China Sea, with ships and
warplanes, etc.
In fact, given the seriousness of the
situation, it is necessary and ur-
gent to think deeply and act more
quickly and diplomatically. Besi-
des, this requires objective realpo-
litik judgment, without prejudices,
and from equal positions. We emp-
hasize this, because regardless of
the facts and arguments that the
West gives to explain its geostra-
tegic concerns against China, it
has room for reflection on its own
”sins”, as it does on the problems,
shortages, and obstacles it has and
creates, without "pointing the fin-
ger” only at the Chinese "faults”.
Let’s begin our analysis by asser-
ting that despite the legitimate
geopolitical concerns that China’s
emergence and its potential claims
as a world superpower bring, many
problems and troubles in the wor-
1d are not its authorship. This can
be said about the conflicts in the
Middle East, Latin America, and
the Western Balkans in general,
and especially the Serbia-Kosovo
Dialogue and the latest tensions
between them. In fact, there is no
Chinese trace anywhere in what
seems like a dead end there.
It is often mentioned that China
does not recognize Kosovo. Yes,
well, why should we go all the

way to China, where the interna-
tional sensitivity for Taiwan and
the "One China” policy is known
anyway, and it is hardly mentioned
at all that we have evil from within

the EU? Not one, but 5 member
countries do not even deserve to
recognize Kosovo!

In this context, the US, Germany,
and other EU countries are doing
well to make the right turn, gently
and gradually renouncing in per-
sistently demanding China more.
This was also seen in the meetings
of Secretary of State Blinken in Bei-
jing on June 18-19.

Then, let’s be honest, the rule of law
has become critical and a difficult
challenge for the US/EU itself. Its
seductive and inspiring power,
due to the escalation of illiberal
democracy, populism, extremism,
nationalism, and many other
”isms” has faded significantly in
the last 20 years.

Consequently, in its first national
security strategy, adopted on June
14,2023, in its relations with China
and other non-Western countries,
official Berlin will mainly refer to

the UN Charter.

In addition to the above, the mo-
ment when China is being pres-
sured in this area is no longer fa-
vorable for the West as it was in the
early 90s; its credibility has been
greatly eroded in recent years. The
democratic troubles have increased
for the USA itself with a painful ca-
talog of frightening events. Suffice
it to mention the election of Presi-
dent Trump in 2017, the 37 current
charges against him and yet the
possibility of winning in the 2024
presidential elections, the armed
attack on Capitol Hill on January
6, 2021, the tensions with racism,
the escalation of gun violence whe-
re 40,000 people are killed every
year, mostly children and students,
etc.

The situation within the EU is
no better. In addition to the abo-
ve-mentioned “isms”, the extreme
right has come to power in Italy,
Sweden, and Finland; meanwhi-
le, it continues to gain ground in
France, Germany, Spain, and el-
sewhere. As for EU membership,
which was trumpeted with great



fanfare from Thessaloniki 20 years
ago, it has been "running the tires
in the mud” for a while now.

The West has also suffered failures
in terms of regional and continen-
tal security. We recall his chaotic
withdrawal from Afghanistan, Li-
bya, Iraq, and Syria. Well, China
has not had any involvement in
this direction at all, because the
West there had in its hand the ba-
ses and the aftermath.

In recent years, Western countries,
especially the USA, have not set a
good example even in the field of
multilateral diplomacy. The high
point was reached during the
Trump Presidency when the US
withdrew from 10 important inter-
national organizations and treaties.
The opposite was done by China,
which of course had no way of le-
aving these spaces empty, joining
them in favor of multilateralism.
Meanwhile, why not say that in re-
cent years the USA and the West
in general, instead of expanding
diplomacy with China, have dealt
more with unnecessary accusa-
tions and provocations and with
demonstrations of force against it?
Thus, there was no need for former
Speaker of the US Congress Nancy
Pelosi to go to Taiwan last year and
incite political and military tensi-
ons to a peak. There were and are
other ways to act in these areas of
extreme political and diplomatic
sensitivity.

Or asin the case of the Chinese Mi-
nister of Defense, Li Shangf, who
was placed on the US sanctions list
in 2018; and yet, a few weeks ago
he was asked to meet by his Ame-
rican counterpart, which he polite-
ly declined. In this regard, Dennis
Wilder, a sinologist at Georgetown
University in Washington, asks if
his American counterpart Austin
was on the Chinese sanctions list,
could he go to meet the Chinese
counterpart? Of course not!

Even for military spending, you
can criticize China, but the West
itself is doing the same, even to a
greater extent. Thus, official data
shows that the largest military
spender in 2022 was the US with
877 billion dollars, equal to 39 per-
cent of global spending, greater
than its eight allied countries com-
bined! While China occupies only
13 percent of them!

Undoubtedly, the biggest concerns
of the West with China in the last
20 years have to do with many
major reasons with the economic,
trade, and investment policies and
relations between them. This is
primarily due to the economic and
commercial super-dependence of
European countries on China. Alt-
hough they knew the problems and
consequences for which today they
unfairly criticize China, they con-
tinued economic and commercial
cooperation according to the "bu-
siness as usual” principle. This is in
the name of the convenience and
cheap fees of buying goods from
China, absorbing their products
and investments from the giant
Chinese market, etc. It took the
war in Ukraine for the West to re-
member and undertake the already
known reforms, including the new
“economic security” strategy laun-
ched by the US, and now in June,
Germany and the EU. But, at least
they understood that they cannot
separate or detach their economies
from China; so today they are tal-

king about ”de-risking” or mini-
mizing risks from China; ok, only
they have their own fault, and their
“sins” are not necessarily Chinese
“faults”.

The second major concern here is
the global Belt and Road Initiative
(BRI) that China launched 10 years
ago, with its well-known goals and
achievements. However, it too has
encountered unfounded accusati-
ons and extreme politicization in
many Western countries. The fres-
hest case is given by the journalist,
former German correspondent in
Beijing, Philipp Mattheis with his
book published on May 23, 2023
“The Dirty Silk Road (Die Drecki-
ge Seidenstrasse). Among other
things, in this book is underlined
that “on the highways that China
builds, apart from goods, the ide-
ology, dominance and economic
dependence of those countries
on China are also transported”
Well, then, whatever is done, the-
se much-needed highways and
airports should not be built for
fear that, as the author says, they
will destroy democracies, which
in most of those countries do not
even exist?

Then, would the situation there
really be better without these hig-
hways and the Silk Road, or only
with the values and principles of
liberal democracy?

This is why, instead of repriman-
ding China for this major initia-




tive, labeling it as a "Masterplan
for world domination”, the West
would do well to change its be-
havior and attitude towards China
and towards a large number of
countries in Africa, Asia, and La-
tin America, which, needless to
say, have been disappointed by it.
This has recently been affirmed by
the former US Minister of Finance
Larry Summers, who was blunt-
ly told in an African country "We
like your values more, but we also
want roads and airports”. Howe-
ver, unfortunately, as it is said in a
very successful status in today’s di-
plomatic discourses, “China builds
us airports, while the USA gives us
lectures”.

This communication need was
expressed a few months ago to Pre-
sident Macron and his counterpart
of the Democratic Republic of the
Congo, Felix Tschesedeki, telling
him in front of the cameras that
France and the EU must change
their behavior towards Africa, see
it differently “to talk to us not like
before, as if you are always right
and we are wrong”.

There is a lot of talk about "Chinese
debt diplomacy” because countri-
es that cannot pay their debts are
forced to sell their national assets.
However, critics ignore the nume-
rous and great success stories of
this initiative, which include EU
member states, Greece, Germany;,
Italy, and Hungary. This is why, re-
gardless of the risks and problems
of paying off these debts, according
to a well-known sinologist in Ber-
lin, Franceska Ghiretti, "African
countries have a greater appetite”
for Chinese goods, loans, and in-
vestments”.

Therefore, it is better that instead
of the extreme politicization of
everything "Made in China”, the
Western countries mention and
help concretely to fight corrupti-
on, this "social gangrene” that is

also mentioned in the reports of
the US Department of State and in
Progress Reports of the European
Commission and other evils that
are encountered in EU member/
candidate countries.

Only that caution in these aspects
has nothing to do with fear and
allergy to the imaginary risks of
Chinese investments, which re-
mind us of the years ago, when
foreign aid, loans, and investments
were declared high treason!
Therefore, it is a positive fact that
recently, the USA, the EU, France,
Germany, and Italy have launched
a broad diplomatic offensive in
China and in the countries close-
ly related to it in Africa and Latin
America. More specifically, efforts
are being made to conclude the
MERCOSUR Free Trade Agree-
ment, which has been dragging
on for 20 years, while China and
Russia have entered it in time. The
newest promising phenomenon
was the development on June 19-20
in Berlin of bilateral government
consultations at the prime mini-
sterial level. With the motto “To
cooperate consistently.” This takes
on particular importance since
China is Germany’s largest econo-
mic partner, with a volume of 300
billion Euros. Next, after Berlin,
Chinese Premier Li Qiang went to

the highest-level government talks
in Paris, which took place in the
same spirit and positive predispo-
sition.

Likewise, the EU, instead of ideolo-
gizing and demonizing the Chine-
se BRI and is responding with its
giant project of 600 billion Euros.
However, there has been no criti-
cism from China, because accor-
ding to it this is normal, economic
competition.

Finally, the problems and disagree-
ments between them are not solved
with counter-statements and pro-
vocative “top-to-top” statements
about "who are you and who am
I”. What’s more, according to Mo-
ritz Rudolf, professor at Yale Uni-
versity, the West is "doomed” to
cooperate with China in at least 4
vital areas - civil defense, climate
change, grain security, and pres-
sure on Russia not to use nuclear
weapons. When China, despite its
delays, shortcomings, hesitations,
and any attitude without political
credibility, has taken concrete steps
for possible peace in Ukraine, as it
is doing in the Middle East and
elsewhere. Creative and transfor-
mative fantasy is required today, as
Hilary Clinton used to say. Howe-
ver, this necessarily requires an in-
crease, not a decrease, of contacts
in all areas, starting with security.
Because, out of 40 meetings of de-
fense experts held between the two
countries in 2013, in 2022 there
were only 4 of them!

This is why the visit and meetings
of the American diplomat Blinken
in Beijing on June 18-19 and his
friendly reception by the Chinese
President Xi Jinping with messages
to reduce tensions have been ap-
preciated because they promise a
more acceptable spirit and pave the
way for further efforts to expand
US-China relations, a great service
for peace, stability, and planetary
security.
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China in the Western Balkans:
myths and realities

hina’s pragmatic ap-
proach to our region is of-
ten translated as Beijing’s
influence, which aims to advance
its geo-strategic interests in the
Balkans.
But China is not a new actor in
the region. Beijing and the for-
mer Yugoslav countries have had
close diplomatic, economic, and
cultural ties for decades
Also, Albania and China have

a longstanding diplomatic rela-
tionship.

For Albanians during the com-
munist era, friendship with Chi-
na was of special importance,
both in political and ideological
terms, as well as in economic
development and military em-
powerment.

In this article, we will analyze
precisely the economic and
cultural engagement of China
with the countries of the West-
ern Balkans with each of these
countries, which currently -
three decades after the system
change - are in deep political and
economic transition.

The Balkans feel trapped, being
at a crossroads between the East
and the West, starting from its
geostrategic position, the Balkan
wars, and conflicts, so undoubt-
edly the peoples of the Balkans
need greater economic support.

However, every time it is tried to
create alliances and partnerships
with China, it is seen as a devia-
tion of these countries from the
Euro-Atlantic course, mytholo-
gizing any Chinese investment in
these countries.

“If Europe does not provide a per-
spective for the future [for the six
non-EU countries of the Western
Balkans], China, Russia, or an-
other influential actor will”, this
phrase is commonly used as the
only card to accelerate the EU ac-
cession process for the six coun-
tries of the Western Balkans.

In this analysis, we will see how
China’s approach to the six non-
EU countries of the Western Bal-
kans does not hinder the interests
of the EU in the Balkans, on the
contrary, it becomes an import-
ant lever for the faster economic
movement of these countries to-
wards European integration.

They talk about the advantages,
gains, and priorities of the re-
gion’s integration into the EU, but
they have never talked about the
obligations they have before and
after the accession of the Western
Balkans to the European family.
However, in any case, the Bal-
kans is at the heart of the EU
and does not belong to any oth-
er continent, but in a globalized
world, it is an advantage that a
country as an economic super-
power has its eyes on us.

The discourse of the EU

It was June 2003, when in the
“Thessalonica Declaration” at
the EU-Western Balkans summit
it was unequivocally stated that
“the future of the Balkans is with-
in the European Union”. Since
then, only Slovenia and Croatia
have joined the EU, respectively
in 2004 and 2013. Today, among
the six Western Balkans mem-
bership countries, Montenegro
and Serbia have already started
EU membership negotiations,
in 2012 and 2013 respectively.
Albania and North Macedonia
received the green light to open
membership  negotiations in
2020, but negotiations have not
yet begun; while Bosnia and Her-
zegovina and Kosovo remain po-
tential candidates.

Well, today is 20 years since the
Thessaloniki Summit of the Eu-
ropean Union where the EU Per-
spective for the region was prom-
ised; and Freedom of Movement
for the Western Balkans, we are
still at a crossroads.

The internal challenges of the EU
(in particular, the financial crisis
of 2008-2009) the migration/ref-
ugee crisis, and Brexit have com-
pletely sidelined the enlargement
policy within the EU. Also, the
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geopolitical developments in the
global arena starting from the
Arab Spring and the Syrian con-
flict in the south until the Rus-
sia-Ukraine conflict have delayed
the enlargement process and also
partially reduced the interest
from the Balkans.

But on the other hand, the West-
ern Balkans, as never before, is
experiencing a mass departure/
migration of the citizens due to
the economic situation and not
only.

“They are getting old, they are dy-
ing, they are leaving”. This is the
title of a recent article in the well-
known magazine The Economist,
which deals with the phenome-
non of shrinking the population
of the Balkan countries.

“The numerous problems of the
region push young, talented peo-
ple to leave. Throughout the Bal-
kans, populations are shrinking
and aging, and if the situation
doesn’t change even more will
leave,” the article notes.

In the graph presented by The
Economist, it is predicted that
Albania’s population will be re-
duced by 26% by 2050, compared
to 1989. This is the biggest con-

traction in the Balkans, except
Bosnia (-37%)- ( Monitor note).
Montenegro, with 3%, and Koso-
vo, with 11%.

And the narrative goes that “Chi-
na is a threat”...?

The risk of “Chinese influence”
in the region dominates as an ar-
gument in political rhetoric, not
only in domestic politics but also
in the discourse of European di-
plomacy.

In analyses, research papers, etc.,
China is seen as an obstacle for
the Balkans in the EU, and that
risks undermining the values of
the EU. But no one talks about
the excellent political-economic
relations that China has with the
countries of the European Union,
whether with the official insti-




tutions of the EU or its member
countries.

This, according to old Albanian
proverbs, translated into “do
what I say and not what I do”, is
becoming an obstacle to the eco-
nomic development of the West-
ern Balkan countries.
Surprisingly, it is the same coun-
tries that are skeptical about a re-
lationship between China and the
Balkans... which has been in the
Balkans for decades.

China, for the sake of truth, is a
supporter of the integration of
the Western Balkans into the EU.
So far, China’s investment in in-
frastructure and energy projects
in Western Balkan countries has
helped spur regional economic
growth, promote regional con-
nectivity, and ultimately improve
the local business environment,
thereby helping these countries
eventually join the EU.

Unlike other powers, what makes
China’s policy and cooperation
with other countries, as well as
with Albania, positive is that Bei-
jing’s policy does not interfere in
internal affairs.

The myth of the “debt trap”
The presence of Chinese invest-
ments in the Balkans through
its “Belt and Road Initiative”, the
new Silk Road connecting East
and West - more than an oppor-

tunity for development, is inter-
preted as a danger for the region.
Trade relations between China

and the Western Balkans have
grown over the past decade, al-
though the EU still remains the
region’s main trading partner,
accounting for over 70% of total
trade volume. China has become
the region’s second or third most
important trading partner. Trade
reached $6.3 billion in 2020, ac-
cording to the United Nations’
Comtrade database.

China provides funding, both
grants and loans, mainly for
equipment and infrastructure de-
velopment. While every activity
of China in Greece, Serbia, Mace-
donia, Albania, Montenegro, Bos-
nia, and Herzegovina, or Hunga-
ry is viewed with suspicion, and
its investments are called “debt
diplomacy”, no one analyzes the
other multilateral lenders in our
region such as World Bank, Eu-
ropean Investment Bank, and
EBRD, IMF as well as the Region-
al Cooperation Council (RCC) in
Sarajevo.

Of course, it is assumed that be-
ing European financial actors,
we cannot have any doubts about
their good intentions, but on the
other hand, like any loan, grant,
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or financial agreement from the
EU, apart from their rules, we
can say that they are not always
perfect.

Of course, there is also corrup-
tion with EU funds, delays in
investments, etc. However, I do
not see Chinese or European in-
vestments as substitutes for each
other in the Balkans, but as com-
plementary in the economic de-
velopment of our region.

It should be emphasized that the
investment of Chinese enterpris-
es in the Balkan region not only
solves the problem of the survival
of industrial enterprises but also
promotes local employment and
local economic development. A
good example is China Hegang’s
acquisition of the almost-bank-
rupt Serbian steel mill Smedere-
vo. After the Chinese company
took over, it not only activated
the old factory but also solved
the employment issues of nearly
5,000 people. The Stanari power
plant built by Shanghai Dongfang
Electric in Bosnia and Herzegov-
ina also produces clean energy
that meets EU environmental
standards. and provides local
demand for electricity as well as
employment. The B project of the
Kostolac power plant in Serbia,
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built by China Machinery, not
only brought new technology and
improved the original backward
production capacity of the en-
terprise, but also guaranteed the
livelihood of residents, promoted
the development of the country’s
energy industry and ensured Ser-
bia’s electricity supply.

And this is a reality that they try
to hide under the propaganda of
the “debt trap” myth.

However, today we must focus
on two main points from the at-
tention of a country with an eco-
nomic superpower such as China;
Economic development, benefit-
ing from the arrival of Chinese
investors, lenders, and tourists in
the Balkan peninsula.

And

Geopolitical development, be-
ing the focus of institutional and
global actors for this region, due
to the geographical position

Can we benefit from China?

It is known that China has built
solid diplomatic relations with
Albania and has cooperation in
several fields. China is an import-
ant investor in Albania and has
helped develop major infrastruc-
ture projects in the country.

In economic terms, China re-
mains an important partner of
Albania. Delegations of high
government levels, and not only
those, are best witnessing this
process. Thanks to past coop-
eration, Chinese professionals
are the best connoisseurs of our
country’s resources.

Therefore, cooperation between
Albania and China can be effec-
tive in several different areas:

- Economy: China is one of the
most powerful economies in the
world, with rapid growth and
large production capacities. Co-
operation in the field of trade, in-
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vestment, and infrastructure can
help in the development of the
Albanian economy and the sub-
sequent creation of jobs.

-Energy: Albania has rich natural
energy resources again, especially
in the hydropower sector. China
has experience and technology in
building hydropower and energy
infrastructure. Energy cooper-
ation can help Albania improve
energy production and diversify
its resources.

-Infrastructure: China is one of
the world leaders in the field of
infrastructure and construction
of roads, tunnels, ports, and air-
ports. Cooperation with China
in this sector can help Albania
improve its infrastructure and
expand international connec-
tions.

- Education and culture: Coop-
eration in the field of education
and culture can increase inter-
national interaction and knowl-
edge between the two countries.
The exchange of students, pro-
fessors, and scientific researchers
can bring progress at the educa-
tional level and the creation of

new cultural contacts.

- Tourism: Albania has great tour-
ist potential. China has a large
population of tourists interested
in exploring different places. Co-
operation in the field of tourism
can increase the number of visi-
tors and create opportunities for
economic development. The visa
waiver agreement earlier this year
with China is a big step in this di-
rection.

All these pictures, seen in the
context of a troubled world that
has recently become more un-
clear about its perspective, make
relations with China of special
importance. Leaving behind the
policies of skepticism towards
China and its initiatives in the
Western Balkans, maybe it will
help us to know, understand, and
above all trust each other. Peo-
ple have always suffered from
dogmas, ideologies, and policies
that have only built walls, while
we need bridges of cooperation,
for as much understanding and
prosperity as possible, and those
should be the policy priority of
every country.
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CHINA'S PORTRAYAL IN THE ALBANIAN MEDIA

hina is a world superpower,

a  powerful economy,

and a country with great
influence in international politics.
But whenever there is talk of
Chinas rise, the skepticism about
its role in the global arena grows
even more. From media reports,
whether in the global media but
also in our region and Albania,
China is portrayed as a competitor
and rival in world geopolitics.
So, the Media, which is known
as the fourth pillar of democracy,
sometimes seems to lose the
principle of being objective and
impartial.
Therefore, in this article, we will
first analyze the inherent role that
the media has in reflecting the
truth because when the media
offers one-sided news, it endangers
the integrity of society. Therefore,
the media must influence society
in a way that society and its people
progress forward.
The media should always give
the most informative and
accurate news at all times
because everything depends on
it. Sometimes wrong information
can cause chaos and lead to the
destabilization of a country or
region. So media plays a vital role
to balance every aspect of our
society.
Secondly, the negative perception
towards every Chinese initiative,
and their excessive politicization,
places ambiguity on the normal
economic and trade relations
between our region and China.
Changes in media reporting on
China are influenced by many
factors such as the medias political

orientation, economic interests,
information sources, and public
perceptions.

There is a type of prejudice towards
China and any of its political or
economic engagements, which
either comes as a result of a lack of
information or simply because the
media has fallen into the trap of
propaganda and disinformation.
While we see our media talking
about the Chinese influence and
its impact on the country and the
region, there is an exaggeration
in the media coverage. There is a
senseless ego to hold back Chinass
rise. Likewise, the Western
narrative about China, which
emphasizes that its investment
policy is a concern and a threat, is

meaningless.

Although there is competition
with European countries,
China>s investment in this

region will benefit the economic
modernization, competitiveness,
economic growth, and regional
connectivity of the countries of
the Western Balkans. Therefore,
China is more likely to be a

«stabilizer» in the region as it
supports the integration of the
Western Balkan countries into

the EU system. Moreover, three of
the six Western Balkan states are
members of NATO.

China still cannot exert its
influence like the West because
of its limited economic, political,
and cultural involvement in the
region. But on the other hand,
the West must recognize the need
for cooperation in our region
with China and respect the
development of these relations in
this globalized world.

Nathan Roger argues in his book
«Image War in the War on Terror»
that the mass media has shiftedtoa
rhizomatic (horizontally growing
underground) media system.
This system is associated with
deterritorialized circulations (take
control) and the weaponization
of images and this has resulted
in a paradigm shift from techno-
war to image war. China is
a new economic giant in the
modern world, perhaps the next
superpower of the world in the
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near future. However, anything
we see in the Western media, are
different images of China, it is
this “image war”, and China is
the biggest target of the Western
media.

In 2000, when young Bush won the
first US presidential election, after
winning his presidential speech, he
said that China is a real threat and
enemy of the US. That speech gave
the Western media a new target
and enemy. Since 2016, however,
the campaign against China has
gained new momentum. The
reality is that Western media are
controlled by Western powers and,
therefore, work towards fulfilling
their interests. In the modern
world, 90% of the world>s media
is owned by six conglomerates,
and they decide what to put in the
mainstream and how to present
reality. 'They present reality
according to their ideology and
the rest of the world follows suit.
Such framing has been proven in
many academic studies on how
they “make reality”; a fabricated
reality and a “fabricated truth”.
Chinese scholar Ma Qian writes
that Western media claim to be
impartial and fact-oriented. But
when it comes to China, the drive
to throw aside journalistic ethics
and manipulate the truth are now
starkly obvious.

It can be confirmed the same for
the Albanian and regional media
which tend to reflect what is
served to them and not from their
journalistic research.

There is a deep lack of media to
narrate in cultural and historical
terms discourses (as opposed to
China’s growing economic and
political influence in the world
order).

Unfortunately, there is an
extremely negative and critical
representation of China in the
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Western media, whose narrative
has a direct impact on our media
in Albania and those in the
Western Balkans region.

To understand the media approach
and the portrayal of China in our
media, it is enough to remember
the pandemic period when China
was initially accused of being
the country of origin of the Sars
Covid-19 virus, calling the virus
the «Chinese virus». The phrase
«Chinese virus» was misused
starting from the prestigious
Western media to the President
of the United States of America
Donald Trump himself.

But while we anticipated the
strict measures of the Chinese
government to isolate the virus
by blocking everything, the
governments of various countries,
including Albania, neglected to
take measures in the fight against
Covid-19.

This was a consequence of a
negative and untrue narrative,
violating the main principle of the
media which is information and
not disinformation.

However, China was ready to send
its teams of doctors, but also all the
necessary medical help wherever

they needed it, in the World,
Europe, and the Balkans.

Even this readiness of China, when
help was offered, was met with
skepticism and political struggle.
While airplanes with medical
supplies and teams of the best
doctors landed in Italy, Europe
vegetated by closing its borders to
its own family members. Italy was
alone with hundreds of victims
dying every day.

It was only when China and Russia
found themselves right next to
Italy that Europe woke up with
complaints claiming that Italy was
forming new alliances.

Shouldmt we all have been
together in this fight?

What is the importance of new or




old alliances, East, West, Europe,
or Asia?

On the 75th anniversary of the
founding of the UN, world leaders
unanimously acknowledged that
the COVID-19 pandemic has
been a test, demonstrating that
multilateral cooperation is key
to overcoming global challenges,
they said in statements - stressing
the need for collective action to
address common threats and
«vaccine multilateralism» to fight
the coronavirus.

But the world leaders forgot about
«multilateralism» as soon as the
conference ended, as they faced
the divisions and prejudices
against the origin of the vaccines...
the Russian, Chinese, American,
or European vaccine?

Even vaccines were unfortunately
distributed based on each
countrys alliances and peoples
health and lives turned into a
geopolitical game.

Also in the geopolitical arena,
China is negatively judged in
its commitment to peace and
stabilization.

For example, the economic and
humanitarian aid that China
provided to Afghanistan after
the withdrawal of US troops was
trumpeted in the media as an
approach by China to replace the
US in the region.

Meanwhile, humanitarian aid
is still urgent in Afghanistan
to ensure peace and stability
in the country. In fact, in our
media, instead of talking about
the two-decade failure of the
American military intervention in
Afghanistan, there was talk in the
TV studio about how China has
already signaled its willingness to
cooperate with the Taliban.

But what should be the role of the
media in our society and what
purposes does it serve?

Isnot the media the best catalyst for
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relations between countries and

people?

Why are the implementation of
projects with a significant impact
not reflected in the framework
of the China-CEEC platform in
the Balkans, how well have these
become known to our public?
There are several projects and
investments within the China-
CEEC platform in the Balkans,
and Europe in infrastructure,
energy, telecommunications, the
mining sector, etc. but there has
been no media coverage of the
successful ~ implementation  of
these giant projects, as in Poland,
Croatia, Montenegro, Serbia, etc
Also, with other initiatives
launched by China, the tendency
is to find elements of Chinese
«influence» instead of analyzing
them objectively. The media
needs to do more to see the reality
more clearly beyond the prejudice
towards Chinese initiatives aimed
at prosperity and peace.

Initiatives like;

Global Security Initiative
proposed by Chinese President Xi
Jinping contributes to addressing
international security challenges.
The Global Development
initiative, where China is speeding
up cooperation with countries
and international organizations

in various fields such as green
development, sharing satellite
data, and providing digital
products that include global data
in the ecological field to help
various countries to guaranteeing
food  safety, environmental
protection, etc.

Global Civilization Initiative. This
initiative is essentially respecting
the diversity of civilizations,
protecting the common values
of humanity, highly valuing
the heritage and innovation
of civilizations, and jointly
supporting strong international
people-to-people exchanges and
cooperation.

These and other initiatives
manifest Chinas vision for a
community with a shared future,
and precisely in the name of the
people and for the people in the
media, journalists must convey
only the truth.

In this decade of knowledge and
awareness, the media has a great
role so that the truth reaches the
people. Therefore, the media war
fueled by current geopolitical
interests must end and it should
return to the public, the reader,
so as to truly deserve the title
of «fourth power», otherwise
it would lose its credibility and
legitimacy once and for all.
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
