I Grand Master in Diplomacy

From 5 - 10 May 2024, the Chi-
nese President, Xi Jinping will
visit Paris, Belgrade and Buda-
pest. This Chinese top level tour
in Europe is a remarkable po-
litical event. It takes place when
the EU has entered into the
defining election campaign for
the EU Parliament due on 6 - 9
June. While is seeking answers
to several challenges, where
despite the existing tensions,
the Chinese contribution is a
“ Must”! Suffice to mention cli-
matic changes, the world trade,
the crises in Ukraine and in
Middle East, which are decisive
for world peace, security and
stability!

The first and major stop of Pres-
ident Xi Jinping in Paris recon-
firms the special Chinese -
French role and relations in the
world political stage. This “ state
visit” i.e. with the highest pro-
tocol ceremonial coincides with
the 60th Anniversary of their
diplomatic relations, an ap-
propriate historic opportunity
and background for talks with
a constructive approach albeit
the turbulent waters in recent
years. China is the third largest
economic partner for France in
Asia; both are permanent mem-
bers of the UN Security Coun-
cil, with a large impact on in-

ternational relations.
Macron is keeping his promise
to visit Peking and invite his
Chinese counterpart in Paris ev-

ery year.
The second stop of this vis-
it, Belgrade is very active with
China, specifically in the “ Belt
and Road Project”. Besides, as
the US and the EU do also qual-
ity it, Serbia is a key state for
stability in Western Balkans,
to which China attaches spe-
cial importance. In 2009 Peking
signed with Belgrade a strategic
alliance and the first deal on free
trade with a Central and Euro-
pean country.

The visit in Budapest does also
show the high level of relations
with Hungary, representative
of Central and Eastern Europe
(CEE) which is active in the
mechanism of cooperation Chi-

na - CEE, with telling indicators
in vital bilateral areas.

Through Serbia and Hungary
China intends to strengthen co-
operation and partnership with
Central and Eastern Europe.

The backstage and “ scenogra-
py” of this visit was prepared
through the meeting last No-
vember in the States between
President Xi jinping with Pres-
ident Joe Biden, which helped
ease their tensions. Last De-
cember President Xi Jinping re-
ceived in Peking the three top
EU leaders, on 15 April the Ger-
man Chancellor Olaf Scholz and
on 26 April the US Secretary of
State Blinken, who was in Pe-
king following growing tensions
with USA most recently.

This visit is undoubtedly a good
opportunity to analyse the pol-

icies of these three and other
European states; identifying
why not their errors, faults and
failures vis a vis Peking, not ex-
cluding Chinese “sins” as well.
On this basis, they will provide
sustainable solutions with a
real politic pragmatism, neither
through ideological and eco-
nomic sanctions nor via military
confrontations.

There are credible reasons to
believe that this European tour
will incarnate the well-known
Chinese “ scharm and soft pow-
er diplomacy”. It will be hope-
fully accompanied with positive
vision, moderate tones and ef-
forts; all these designed to de-es-
calate the situation and look for-
ward to the future cooperation.
The primary goal would be to
explain and level out different
misunderstandings and misper-

ceptions from and on both sides.
It is expected that President Xi
Jinping would forward appeas-
ing messages, dwelling largely
on unifying pillars and leaving
aside division lines.

President Xi’s has underscored
that the new epoch of dangers
and turbulences, including nu-
clear threats where the world
has entered, makes cooperation
among leaders of great powers a
priority and emergent necessity.
Accordingly, the Chinese Presi-
dent could also renew the mes-
sage that “ together we may offer
more stability and security to
the world”

This applies particularly to the
crises in Ukraine, which would
be on top of political “ menu”
in Paris, aimed at bringing dif-
ferent viewpoints by the parties

closer. More specifically, regard-
ing the Peace Conference, due
to be held in Switzerland on 15
- 16 June, China has demanded
the Russian presence; otherwise
that Conference would have no
sense, or it should bear a differ-
ent name, which would again be
meaningless. Here one should
recall the telling sentence by
President Xi jinping that ” all
should be in the round table and
no one on the menu carte”. This
could imply the Russian pres-
ence at the conference but also
a sort of implied objection of
Ukraine’s occupation. This is-
sue is decisive for the relations
between the West and China
and the war destiny in Ukraine.
The current western crisis diplo-
macy should listen to all actors
and factors, without excluding
any alternative, even less when it
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comes from China.

Another major aspect, especially
in the encounter with President
Macron is easing and strength-
ening Chinese - European re-
lations, without impairing but
also without being dependent
by the alliance with the USA.
During his visit last year in Chi-
na and also on 25 April, in his
speech in the famous Sorbonne
University, President Macron
emphasized the need for “ stra-
tegic autonomy from the USA”
calling not to be their vassals and
expressing himself against crises

that are irrelavant to Europe and
that hinder the functioning of
this autonomy. This is a delicate
point for the EU, given the its
security interests with the USA,
on which China has not failed
to show understanding, albeit
its critical remarks, overdone at
times for the US dependency;
however, China is proving to be
more realistic most recently.

Neverthless, President Xi’s focus
will be on the most significant
political, diplomatic, economic
and cultural dossiers; something
natural given the prevailing mu-

This is why France and other western countries
should show geopolitical realism with China.
True, their new strategies consider China as
partner, competitor and systematic rival, claim-
ing that their foreign policy be oriented and
guided by values and principles”; yet, given the
current state of play, their implementation,
especially in terms of bilateral economy and
investments is quasi impossible.
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tual interests and benefits; thus,
even differences and objections
may be more easily addressed,
helping to solve other more
complex questions.

China upholds the view that as
long as we adhere to mutual re-
spect and seek shared elements,
despite the differences, bilater-
al relations may be sustainably
promoted.

In more concrete terms, Xi Jin-
ping will refer to the message
of China - EU Summit last De-
cember that “ decoupling and
de-risking with China are not re-
alistic and productive options.”
Or, as he emphasized during his
meeting with Chancellor Scholz
“ Relations with China are not a
risk but a development oppor-
tunity”. In this regard, China
seeks ongoing dialogue instead
of sanctions, punitive measures
and economic represails which
have yielded no result.

This is why France and other
western countries should show
geopolitical realism with China.
True, their new strategies con-
sider China as partner, compet-
itor and systematic rival, claim-
ing that their foreign policy be
oriented and guided by values
and principles”; yet, given the
current state of play, their imple-
mentation, especially in terms
of bilateral economy and invest-
ments is quasi impossible.
Perhaps these factors made
Chancellor Scholz start his 3 -
day visit in China in commercial
Schongqing, among the larg-
est world cities with 32 million
inhabitants, with 84 German
companies there; then he was
in economic Shangai and end-
ed up in political Peking. That
was his second visit in China in
two years, while his predecessor,
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Chancellor Merkel was 14 times
in 16 years in power!

At this point, western states
should be frank, i.e. not blame
China for all their geopolitical
errors or failures or even for in-
creased military spending; as to
the latter, the latest data by the
Swedish Peace Institute (SIRI),
reveal that China accounts only
for 12 per cent whereas the USA
for 37 per cent of world military
spending; NATO Member States
make over half of them!

Further on, no one is to blame
for France, Germany and in
the EU as a whole on account
of their great economic depen-
dency on China; although their
benefits are not lacking either.
Thus, in 2019, German sales ac-
counted for 48,5 per cent while
French brandy 99,8 per cent of
EU exports to China. Mean-
while, economy& trade for the
EU, France and Germany has
become decisive for the survival
of governmental coalitions and
electoral success there. In 2023,
the EU had only 1 per cent eco-
nomic growth, Germany 0,1 per
cent from 1, 3 per cent forecasted
and France only 0,8 from 2,9 per
cent in 2022. Whereas Chinese
economy grew up 5,3 from the
projected 4,5 per cent. Thus, for
the 8th consecutive year, China
remains the largest trading part-
ner for Germany and the third
largest for France in Asia.

Par consequence, without ex-
ports and investments in China,
the French and German econ-
omies have very little chances
of survival; but behind lie many
electoral promises.

Hereby, the statement by Ding
Chun, professor of European
studies at Fudan University that

However, despite debates and
controversies, the statement by
Chinese Ambassador Wu Ken
in March in Berlin that Ger-
man companies have given their
“ vote of confidence” to Chinese
market holds true. “ The ugly

truth” as they say is that albeit
many recent debates on the fu-
ture of economic cooperation
with China, the German, French
and European economic power
is closely connected with trade,
economic relations and invest-
ments with China.

Well, trade conflicts seem un-
avoidable not only with China
but even among western part-
ners; such is the case with the
long trade war about steels and
textiles between US and the EU.
Nonetheless, the talks of the
Chinese President, Xi Jinping
with the US and European lead-
ers in Washington, Peking and
we believe now in Europe prove
that from the geopolitical view-
point, realism and the instinct
of survival in western countries
will continue to prevail over
idealism, just as realpolitik over
missionary diplomacy.

To cut the story short, without
the “alliance of convenience”
with China, the European states
would find it very difficult to suc-
ceed in their social, economic, en-
vironmental and other policies.

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Head of State Diplomacy in action: Xi,
Macron and the dynamics of Eurasia

fter five years, the Chi-
nese president returned
for a state visit to Europe,

where the red carpet was rolled
out in Paris against the backdrop
of a continental landscape that
was very different from five years
ago. Serbia and Hungary are the
second and third stops on the
agenda. Underscoring the endur-
ing stability and positive momen-
tum in relations between China
and these three nations, despite
global changes and challenges, it
is clear that the foundations are
being laid for a new chapter in
China’s engagement with Europe.
The nuances of this presidential
visit are varied, considering the
destinations chosen, the evolv'ing
dynamics between China and the
nations Xi visits, and the broader
geopolitical and global implica-
tions. The choice of destinations
for his visit has strategic and
symbolic importance. As one of
the prominent Western powers,
France represents a crucial av-
enue for China to engage with
the West. France’s openness to
dialogue with China presents an

opportunity to articulate China’s
perspectives and foster bilateral
cooperation.

China-France relations in focus

Historically central to Chi-
na-West relations, France was
the first major Western nation
to establish diplomatic ties with
China. Despite fluctuations in
China-EU relations, China and
France have maintained consis-
tent cooperation on global gov-
ernance issues, a testament to the
importance of high-level diplo-
macy. Chinese President Xi Jin-
ping emphasized the importance
of China-France relations, calling
them a beacon of cooperation
between nations with different
social systems. In a written state-
ment before he arrived in Paris to
“Le Figaro,” Xi emphasized the
critical role of these relations and
the rich history of intellectual ex-
change and welcomed the latest

achievements in bilateral coop-
eration. Xi stressed the mutually
beneficial nature of the deepening
relationship, which enriches bilat-
eral ties and contributes positive-
ly to global stability. Reflecting on
the rich history linking the two
nations, he highlighted General
Charles de Gaulle’s visionary de-
cision to forge a relationship with
the “New China” amid the com-
plexities of the Cold War era and
lay the foundations for a partner-
ship based on dialogue and coop-
eration.

Over the decades, and through
joint efforts, China and France
have cultivated effective strategic
communication and historical
practical cooperation, enriching
exchanges between their peoples
and cultures and harmonizing
their voices in the global arena.
The focus of Xi’s visit is evidence
of the critical roles these per-
manent members of the United
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Nations Security Council are ex-
pected to play.

Their responsibilities extend be-
yond simple diplomacy; they are
entrusted with stabilizing global
industries and supply chains and
can serve as beacons and guard-
ians of world peace and stabili-
ty. The potential for deepening
cooperation between China and
France knows no bounds; it is
enough to consider that there
are currently over 40,000 French
people studying Chinese, and the
background of future interests is
visible. As France and the Peo-
ple’s Republic of China celebrate
60 years of diplomatic ties, Paris
aims to establish itself as a reliable
international partner, fostering
friendly relations with Beijing.

China-EU and the Parisian
epicenter of the continent
The enduring friendship be-
tween China and France not only
strengthens their bilateral ties
but also holds the potential to
strengthen the broader China-EU
relationship. As Xi and Macron
engage in these significant dis-
cussions as global players, they
can elevate their partnership to
new heights, fostering more sta-
ble China-EU relations. France
supports the idea of a strong
Europe and strategic autonomy,
which matches China’s desire for
a multipolar world. The bilateral

agenda between the EU and Chi-
na has had many priorities over
the years, depending on the times
and international events. While
European countries and the EU
understand that cooperation with
China is necessary for many is-
sues, they still emphasize that
China’s development brings eco-
nomic and technological compe-
tition and political systems and
governance models. Therefore,
Europe has identified China as a
cooperation partner, an econom-
ic competitor, and a systemic rival
since 2019. This has had a some-
what negative impact on the for-
mulation and implementation of
Europe’s China policies. Howev-
er, with this visit, it was noticed
that Europe and some of its lead-
ers are taking a different approach
towards China, one that is to de-
velop their comprehensive strate-
gic partnership further. The time
has come, and this high-level visit
showed that the parties should sit
at the negotiating table for more
intensified cooperation.

China and Europe have broad
and shared interests. Cooper-
ation is more significant than
competition, and unanimous
opinions are more numerous
than disagreements. China al-
ways approaches relations with
Europe from a long-term strate-
gic perspective, maintaining pol-

icy stability towards Europe. The
engagements between China and
Europe underline a broader trend
of high-level exchanges, fostering
deeper economic and diplomatic
ties. Despite the challenges pre-
sented by the different narratives,
both sides recognize the tremen-
dous opportunities for coopera-
tion.

Along these lines, Chinese Presi-
dent Xi Jinping, French President
Emmanuel Macron, and Euro-
pean Commission President Ur-
sula von der Leyen gathered for
a tripartite meeting at the Elysee
Palace in Paris on May 6th. Xi
expressed his pleasure at reunit-
ing with them, stressing the im-
portance of the trilateral meeting
in enhancing the broader Euro-
pean significance of his visit. Xi
portrayed Europe as a vital di-
mension in China’s diplomacy, a
great power with distinct char-
acteristics, and a crucial partner
in its pursuit of modernization.
He called for sustained dialogue,
cooperation, strategic commu-
nication, trust-building, consen-
sus-building, coordination, and
concerted efforts to ensure stable
and healthy growth in China-EU
relations, contributing to global
peace and development.

Later on, the focus was definitely
on the Russia-Ukraine conflict.
Xi clarified that China does not
align itself with any side in the
conflict but instead tries to play
a constructive role in peace. Chi-
na opposes attempts to use the
Ukraine crisis to scapegoat or
smear a third country or to stoke
a new Cold War. He emphasized
the necessity of negotiations to
resolve conflicts, calling on all
parties to resume dialogue to re-
build mutual trust. He expressed
China’s support for establishing a
balanced, practical, and stable se-
curity framework in Europe.
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Xiand Macron...

President Xi has often spoken
about the influence and exchang-
es between Chinese and French
civilizations. It should also be
said that some of the first-gener-
ation Chinese Communist Par-
ty leaders, such as Zhou Enlai
and Deng Xiaoping, studied in
France. Because of this, Xi said,
“I developed a keen interest in
French culture and particularly
French history, philosophy, liter-
ature, and art when I was a young
man.” He expressed how intellec-
tuals from France inspired him.
Reading Montesquieu, Voltaire,
Rousseau, Diderot, Saint-Simon,
Fourier, and Sartre has deepened
his understanding of how prog-
ress of the mind propels prog-
ress in society, he said. Reading
Montaigne, La Fontaine, Moliére,
Stendhal, Balzac, Hugo, Alexan-
dre Dumas, George Sand, Flau-
bert, Alexandre Dumas fils, Mau-
passant, and Romain Rolland
helped him better appreciate life
with all its joys and sorrows, he
added. Many young Chinese pa-
triots were inspired by writings
on the French Revolution, which
is also the background of Hugo’s
Les Miserables, one of Xi’s most
quoted French masterpieces. Xi’s
great positivity towards France
and its social and human philos-
ophy has been noticed widely in
France and throughout Europe.
A central aspect of President Xi’s
visit is engagement with French
President ~Macron.  France’s
youngest leader since Napoleon,
Macron, carries a long legacy of
diplomacy. The other element be-
tween Xi and Macron is a person-
al approach, a rapport between
the two not often seen with other
leaders. During his visit to China
in 2023, Xi Jinping invited Ma-
cron to the residence of the gov-
ernor of Guangdong, a post held
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by Xi Jinping’s father. Macron
invited President Xi Jinping to
a corner of the Pyrenees moun-
tains, where he spent much of his
childhood with his grandmother,
which is another personal gesture
on Macron’s part. The affinity
of the two was widely seen and
commented upon in Europe and
beyond.

On the other hand, Macron’s at-
titude towards China, especially
in the context of global politics
and security, adds to the com-
plexity of the discussions. While
Macron has emphasized France’s
desire for autonomy in foreign
policy, he also acknowledges the
importance of cooperation with
China on various fronts. This nu-
anced approach reflects France’s
balancing act between its tradi-
tional alliances and emerging
partnerships. During his visit
last year, Macron in Beijing said
that Europe should not follow
the US policy on Taiwan. Even
in the United States, it is agreed
that Macron has emerged as an

essential global leader, thanks not
only to the EU’s influence on eco-
nomic affairs but also to France’s
unique position as a major power
often aligned with the US. But he
is maintaining its independence.
To paraphrase one of those urban
legends of dubious origin (gener-
ally attributed to Henry Kissing-
er), there is little doubt that when
the President of the United States
wants to call Europe, the interna-
tional code he now uses is +33.

Finally, China has made it very
clear that it has long wanted co-
operative relations with Europe.
And, of course, there is no vital
conflict between them; that is,
the objective material bases for
strong relationships are present.
It is only a matter of whether,
psychologically and emotionally,
the Europeans and the transat-
lantic powers can accept the real-
ity of a changing world based on
multilateralism. A fruitful dia-
logue between China and France
emerges in the global discourse
as a ray of hope in a world often
shadowed by short-sighted geo-
political maneuvers.

It is essential to consider these
relationships not in transaction-
al terms but in broad transitional
time and historical approaches.
Xi’s tour highlights the evolv-
ing dynamics of internation-
al relations and the changing
global power balance. France
and Macron seem to calibrate
their relations in different di-
rections, and meetings of this
type contribute as an additional
channel of communication at
the geopolitical level. China and
Europe are changing, and so are
multilateral relations. Change
is absolute, and political leaders
must properly manage change to
maintain peace, prosperity, and
progress for all.

generally stable and has grown
steadily, raising the “global strate-
gic partnership” level since 2004.
From a strategic perspective, the
two countries have engaged in a
dialogue covering all coopera-
tion areas, including global gov-
ernance reform, climate change,
and regional crises.

As President Xi said, “As one of the
earliest participants in China’s re-
form and opening up, France has
contributed to China’s modern-
ization drive and benefited from
it. Deeper friendship requires
frequent exchanges and closer
cooperation.” France is China’s
third largest trading partner, and
China is the third largest source
of real investment in the European
Union (EU). France is China’s larg-
est trading partner in Asia and the
seventh largest globally.

Despite the global disruptions,
China has remained the EU’s
largest trading partner, with trade
volumes reaching over $783 bil-
lion in 2023. This represents an
average of almost $1.5 million in
trade exchanges per minute. Chi-
na-EU economic interdependence
clearly indicates that both sides
have achieved and can continue
to achieve more through coop-
eration and healthy competition
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than through antagonistic and ri-
val confrontation.

In this jubilee year for both coun-
tries, as two central pillars in Eu-
rope and Asia, during this state
visit, leaders Xi Jinping and Em-
manuel Macron reaffirmed their
commitment to deepen bilateral
relations and consolidate strategic
stability between the two coun-
tries.

For
example, projects such as the Bel-
grade-Budapest railway and high-
way construction have enhanced
transport links, facilitating trade
and economic growth.
Beijing-Belgrade economic coop-
eration has brought many oppor-
tunities for both countries. HBIS
Smederevo steel plant. Founded
in 1913, the steel plant was hailed
as the “pride of Serbia” in its glory
days, supplying around 40 per-
cent of Smederevo’s fiscal revenue
and supporting nearly a third of
its residents.
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China and Serbia are close friends
and partners, sharing an iron
friendship that has stood the
test of time and thrives despite
changes in the global landscape.
In October 2023, President Vuci¢
participated in the Third Belt and
Road Forum for International
Cooperation in Beijing. On the
forum’s sidelines, the two coun-
tries signed the China-Serbia Free
Trade Agreement (FTA), the first
free trade agreement between
China and a Central and Eastern

Chinese President Xi Jinping
and Serbian President Aleksan-
dar Vucic signed a joint state-
ment on Wednesday, May 8, on
building a China-Serbia com-
munity with a shared future in
the new era. Serbia became the
first European country to reach

such a consensus with China.
Xi announced six measures to
support the initiative during the
joint press conference. He said
that, with joint efforts by China
and Serbia, the free trade agree-
ment between the two countries
will enter into force on July 1.
China supports Serbia in host-
ing Expo 2027 and will send a
delegation to participate in the
grand event, Xi said, adding that
China encourages its enterprises
to participate in the construc-
tion of relevant projects.

He said that China is ready to im-
port more quality and distinctive
agricultural products from Serbia.
The Chinese side will assist 50
young Serbian scientists in ex-
change programs with China for
the next three years and invite 300
young Serbian scientists to study

in China for the same period.

In the joint statement, the two
countries decided to deepen the
China-Serbia comprehensive
strategic partnership and build a
China-Serbia community with a
shared future in the New Era.

Budapest-Beijing connection
Hungary was the first Eastern Eu-
ropean country to sign Xi’s Belt
and Road Initiative (BRI). Hunga-
ry’s pragmatic approach to its re-
lations with China prioritizes eco-
nomic interests while preserving
sovereignty and political stability.
This concrete fact shows how a
European country, unlike some
propaganda discourses, is an ex-
ample of successful cooperation
with China.

Shortly before visiting Hungari-
an Prime Minister Viktor Orban,
Chinese leader Xi Jinping drew
attention to the 75-year-old dip-
lomatic relations between the two
countries in a letter published in
Hungarian media.

“Although a great geographical
distance separates the two coun-
tries, the friendship between the
Chinese and Hungarian people
can still boast a long history,” Xi
Jinping stressed.

There is a
high degree of complementarity
between the Chinese and EU
economies. Cooperation can be
increased to strengthen the bond
of common interests, which is
beneficial to both parties. This
is through building trust. The
tour is also seen as a step towards
rebuilding trust between China
and Europe. It aims to reduce
misperceptions and focus on
pragmatic cooperation despite
geopolitical frictions.

Xi’s decision to visit EU
institutions is a recognition of
the growing political importance
of the Union for China, which
could lead to further substance
and understanding in the
improvement of  EU-China
relations.

Overall, Xi Jinpings tour is
an opportunity for China and
Europe to engage in meaningful
dialogue, address differences
constructively, and explore areas
of mutual benefit.

It is this philosophy whose
representation and embrace have
marked a new era in the history
of EU-China relations, which in a
seriesofdevelopmentshaveshaped
the current dynamics between
the two entities. Remember,
establishing relationships. The
European Union (EU) and China
established bilateral relations in
1975, after the official recognition
of the People’s Republic of China
by the member states of the
European Community (EC) in
the early 1970s. To be followed
by the vital importance of trade
agreements. The first trade
agreement between the EC and
China was signed in May 1978,
marking the beginning of formal
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economic relations.

It was the Strategic partnership
that entered the focus of this
dynamism of relations.

In a global interest driven by the
playability of these relationships,
thereis an opportunity for Europe
to become a reliable partner in
industrial and supply chains that
can increase economic security
and sustainability. The visit could
also help address trade tensions
and find common ground on
economic  security = measures
affecting trade and investment
relations with China.

Because, as Confucius teaches us:
“Our greatest glory is not to never
fall, but to get up every time we
fall.” It is this belief that feeds with
optimism this visit of the Chinese
president, Xi Jinping, which is
an opportunity for Europe to
engage with China on multiple
levels, from political to economic,
aiming at strengthening ties and
mutual benefits.

European continent.
President Xi's European tour
comes at a time when China
is paying high attention to the
partnership with the European
side and intends to deepen its
cooperation in Europe, includ-
ing the Balkan countries in the
economic, environmental pro-
tection, peace, etc.
But on the other hand, European
countries are trying to balance
the Chinese influence with the
desire for further investments.
According to Eurostat, China was
the third largest destination for
EU goods exports and is the larg-
est source of imports in Europe,
accounting 22% of the total.
Beyond being a leading eco-
nomic and trade power, China
was increasingly asserting itself,

inevitably, as a global financial
power.
China's global outward foreign

direct investment (FDI) has
grown significantly over the past
decade, with Europe as a key des-
tination. The rise in Chinese out-
ward FDI indicates a rebalancing
of global political-economic re-
lations, with China and its com-
panies taking on new roles and
gaining economic power, unitig
research on the set up of Chinese
multinationals companies and
their activities in Europe, focus-
ing on the business strategies of
Chinese investors and employ-
ment relations in Chinese-owned
companies in Europe.

Chinese investment in Europe is
shifting from mergers and acqui-
sitions to green projects main-
ly in the automotive industry.
Greenfield investment account-

ed for 57% of total foreign direct
investment from China in Eu-
rope in 2022, surpassing mergers
and acquisitions for the first time
since 2008, according to official
statistics.

In this context, the agenda of
Chinese leader Xi's discussions
with European counterparts, in
the conditions of current devel-
opments, takes into account the
future of relations between the
EU and China, as well as their
prospects for cooperation on the
global stage.

Saying that, France is the second
European destination, after Italy,
for Chinese investments, while
in Serbia, Chinese investments
lead in the steel industry. Chi-
na has financed projects worth
about 6 billion dollars in Serbia
during 2017, which is equal to
European investments in the en-
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tire Western Balkans. Also, the
Chinese plans for the construc-
tion of high-speed railways in
Hungary, as a win-win strategy;,
are milestones for the develop-
ment of partnerships between
the two countries.

But China has also discovered
the Balkan market as a very
good opportunity for investment
expansion. Among the main rea-
sons for the introduction of Chi-
na in this market, is mainly the
potential that the region has for
the development of infrastruc-
ture, but also the expansion of
enterprises in other sectors of the
economy according to advanced
technology models.

The Silk Road

In this way, China will create a
connection with the road from
Asia, through Africa to Europe.
Chinese investments have been
made in the ports of Greece,
in the thermal power plants of
Bosnia-Herzegovina, in Mace-
donia. Meanwhile, capital in-
vestments are also planned
in Serbia, Hungary and other
countries, with which the routes
of Chinese goods are connected.
The "One Belt, One Road" ini-
tiative, also promoted by Xi
since 2013, aims to create an
impressive network of land and
sea infrastructures to bring
goods and services from the Far
East to the markets of Western
Europe, thus re-proposing the
economic dimension, Silk Road
merchant in the 21st century.

has also included Albania in this
project.

The initiative, which was creat-
ed in 2013, involves billions of
dollars of investment from Chi-
na, which aims to improve road
infrastructure in countries along
the Silk Road, which connects
China to Europe.

The project named 'New Silk

Road), carries on its Itineraries
over 60 countries in Asia, Europe
and Africa. About 1000 mil-
liard dollars will be invested in
the construction of roads, ports
and power plants. The project is
financed by a special fund created
exclusively by the Chinese govern-
ment and the Asian Infrastructure
and Investment Bank, a multilat-
eral development bank, created at
the initiative of China and which
currently has 61 member coun-
tries.
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Being in a very favorable geo-
graphical position, on the shores
of the Adriatic and Ionian seas,
the "One Belt, One Road" project
and the cooperation mechanism
between China and the countries
of Central and Eastern Europe
sees Albania as a country with
great investment potential, espe-
cially in the use of the port sector
along the Maritime Silk Road in
the Mediterranean area.

In 2017, China and Albania
signed the cooperation docu-
ment for the joint construction
of "One Belt, One Road" expand-
ing cooperation in the fields of
economic-commercial, cultural,
educational, health, policy re-
search institutes, cooperation
between local governments, hu-
man resources, etc.

This cooperation document is
also reflected in Chinese invest-
ments in Albania, which have
reached approximately 900 mil-
lion dollars, as well as in the
number of Chinese tourists who
have visited Albania. So last year,

20 thousand Chinese tourists
visited Albania, with an annual
increase of 60%, showing great
business potential.

Referring to the data, in 2018,
the trade volume between Chi-
na and Central and Eastern Eu-
ropean countries has reached
82.2 billion US dollars, with the
growth of 21%. While interna-

declining, China's investment in
16 Central and Eastern Europe-
an countries increased by 67%.
Here we can refer to projects
such as the Hungary-Serbia rail-
way, the Peljesac bridge in Croa-
tia, the Smederevo steel plant in
Serbia, the north-south highway
in Montenegro, the highway in
North Macedonia, etc.

Also, more than 6000 new trains
of ChinaRailway Express are be-
coming an important node of the
connection between the Asian
world and Europe and specif-
ically the countries of Central
and Eastern Europe. Likewise,
the number of Chinese tourists
in Central and Eastern European
countries has exceeded 1.4 mil-
lion, while the number of tourists
coming from Central and Eastern
European countries to China has
exceeded 350 thousand.

As for the connecting infrastruc-
ture with Europe, the Chinese
strategy, 'One Belt, One Road'
is about 4 corridors to connect
China with Europe:

- The Northern Land Corri-
dor starts from Beijing through
Mongolia, Siberia and reaches
Moscow, Helsinki, Berlin and
ends in Rotterdam;

- The Central Land Corridor
starts from Shanghai, passes
through China and the former
Soviet republics of Central Asia,
Iran, Turkey and from Istan-
bul enters the Balkans to end in
Duisburg, Paris and London;

- The Southern Land Corridor
starts from Guangzhou (South-
ern China) and ends at Kwa-
dar port on the southern Paki-
stan-Iran border.
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- The Maritime Corridor envis-
ages China's maritime connec-
tion with India, Africa and with
access to Europe from the port of
Piraeus in Greece.

Meanwhile, it should be noted
that according to the latest study
of the World Bank, cooperation
on "One Belt, One Road" has re-
duced the global trade cost by
1.1-2.2% and raised the global
economic growth by at least 0.1%
in 2019.

China's economy had a stron-
ger-than-expected start of the
year

Experts estimate that today Chi-
na represents a world-class econ-
omy with clear goals. It is not
a simple matter of the growth
of the Gross Domestic Product
(GDP) that expanded by 5.3% in
the first three months of 2024,
compared to a year ago, a fig-
ure that exceeded expectations.
The main one is that China's
economic growth plays an im-
portant role in supporting the
world Investments
in infrastructure in the coun-
tries included in the "One Belt,
One Road" initiative, and at
the same time its investments
abroad, are contributing to
world economic growth. Many
international institutions esti-
mate that China will contrib-
ute more than 30% to global
economic growth this year, be-
coming the biggest driving force
of the world economy. While
advanced manufacturing and
modern service industries, such
as new energy, digital economy,
artificial intelligence, high-end
manufacturing and health are
the main areas that dominate
Chinese investment in the world.

economy.

The expansion of the Chinese
economy at very high rates is a
very positive factor for Europe as
well.

Today, China ranks as the EU's
most important trading part-
ner, and President Xi's Europe-
an tour is expected to positively
re-dimension the EU's econom-
ic-commercial cooperation with
China.

During the last decade, China's
trade volume growth rate with
the countries of Southeast Eu-
rope is over 8% per year. Like-
wise, in the first quarter of this
year, the volume of trade between
China and 17 Central and East-
ern European countries (some
of which are part of the EU) has
increased by 50.2% compared to
the same period of a year before.
China has become the EU's
main trading partner over the
past year and this trend contin-
ues. EU imports from China in-
creased by around 5.6%, while
exports by 2.2%.

China's growth, despite the chal-

lenges, is consolidated and has a
strong base. This growth is being
integrated into the economies of
European countries, which have
increased communication with
China.

China’s railway lines with coun-
tries inside and outside the EU
led to an increased communica-
tion flow with positive impact on
the respective economies.

The willingness of Chinese en-
terprises to increase investment
and trade cooperation is an op-
portunity that gives China-EU
ties the power to develop. They
have the opportunity to in-
crease cooperation and eco-
nomic and commercial part-
nership, injecting new potential
into the recovery of the world
economy, but also increase the
impact on the development of
the low-carbon economy and
digital technology. The fields are
wider than that and the oppor-
tunities more numerous despite
the challenges.

cooperation at the highest lev-
els of policymaking has become
imperative of the times. When
two or more countries join forc-
es, the potential for extraordi-
nary results is limitless. Whether
promoting economic growth, ad-

In this context, since becoming
China’s president, Xi Jinping has
promoted two initiatives that pre-
cisely and objectively affect Cen-
tral and Eastern Europe (CEE):
the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI)
initiative and the China-CEE co-
operation platform. In this group-
ing of countries that goes from
the Baltic to the Balkans, some
states have been more active,
some less, and some have ben-
efited a lot, some not. President
Xi’s visit in May 2024 to these
platforms’ members and active
countries shows that the synergy

created through bilateral or mul-
tilateral partnerships yields ex-
traordinary results when all par-
ties receive a will.

A decade of win-win cooperation
Located at opposite ends of the
Eurasian landmass, these states
have forged an intense partner-
ship that transcends geographic
boundaries and cultural differ-
ences over the past decade; in the
case of Hungary and Serbia, Pres-
ident Xi’s visit deepens economic
and political ties between coun-
tries with similar interests. Hun-
gary’s participation in the BRI
initiative and Serbia’s historical
relations with China make them
strategic partners for Chinese in-
vestment and cooperation. Chi-
na and these two countries have
unlocked a wealth of cooperation
opportunities through economic
ties, technological exchange, cul-
tural diplomacy, and joint initia-
tives. Infrastructure development
projects are one of China’s main
advantages for Central and East-

ern European countries. Through
investments in roads, railways,
ports, and other transport net-
works, these countries have seen
improvements in their connec-
tivity both internally and with
different parts of the world. Over
the years, billions have been chan-
neled for various projects and are
already reaping the fruits.

The first and most famous is the
construction of the Belgrade-Bu-
dapest high-speed railway, a criti-
cal project that has received signif-
icant investment from China. A
forgotten segment of the famous
Orient Express is now being re-
vived with technology and mod-
ern connectivity. The total length
of the railway is 341.7 km. The re-
gion’s need for infrastructure and
short delivery times make this
project avant-garde, as it is enough
to think that the Tirana-Durres
railway segment is only 34.5 km
long and has been talked about for
eight years and has not yet been
completed. It is understood how
difficult it is for something to be
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built in the Balkans.

The railway is essential for deep-
ening cooperation in Central and
Eastern Europe and building an
international passage for Chi-
na-EU trade. With the completion
of the entire project by 2026, the
travel time between the Serbian
and Hungarian capitals will be
reduced from more than 8 hours
to less than 3 hours. However, this
railway does not only benefit these
two countries; this is only the first
segment of a larger plan, as the
future goal is to connect with the
Port of Piraeus in Greece, passing
through North Macedonia. Ev-
erything with EU standards, from
nails to electronic train systems,
says a Chinese engineer.

This partnership’s fulcrum is a ro-
bust economic relationship built
on mutual trade and investment.
Hungary serves as a critical gate-
way for Chinese investment in
Central and Eastern Europe, while
China provides Hungary with ac-
cess to its large market and invest-
ment capital. On the other hand,
in the last decade, Serbia only has
over 60 completed projects and
about 16 ongoing projects within
the framework of the BRI. During
the third Forum of this initiative
in 2023, China and Serbia signed
the Free Trade Agreement, focus-
ing on eliminating tariffs on 90%

of goods.

Over the last 6-7 years, Hungary
has strengthened its financial ties
with China, intending to become
a regional financial center and
an economic meeting point be-
tween East and West. The coun-
try is often referred to by analysts
as the “home of Chinese banks,”
- including the Bank of Chi-
na (BoC), China Construction
Bank (CCB), and China Devel-
opment Bank (CDB) in Hun-
gary. CDB, known for financ-

ing infrastructure projects, can
provide financing for projects in
Hungary, while CCB is present
in Budapest with a fintech lab.
Another major economic issue is
the new energy devices (batteries,
panels, electric cars), and Belgrade
and Budapest have agendas differ-
ent from those of Paris. Indeed,
this agenda is fully displayed in
Hungary, where Chinese compa-
nies invest more than $10 billion.
Contemporary Amperex Tech-
nology Co. Ltd. is building a 7.3
billion euro ($7.8 billion) battery
plant near the eastern city of De-
brecen to supply German carmak-
ers. Chinese electric car maker
BYD chose the southern town of
Szeged near the border with Serbia
for its first factory in Europe, pro-
jected to create 8,000-9,000 jobs.
According to reports in the south
Hungarian city of Pecs, plans for a
second, even bigger Chinese elec-
tric car factory in the country will
be announced with investment
from Great Wall Motors.

Foreign Minister Peter Szijjarto’s
visit to China last month further
confirmed the validity of this re-
port. Hungarys top diplomat
stated that 15.3 billion euros of
Chinese investment is current-

ly underway, potentially creating
25,000 new jobs (by comparison,
this figure of Chinese investment
in Hungary is very close to the
Gross Domestic Product GDP of
all of Albania last year, nearly 17
billion euros). Hungary has be-
come a leading European invest-
ment destination for Chinese
corporations with many new
projects.

China’s approach to the region
How China sees its positioning
vis-a-vis the region through the
economy is apparent in an arti-
cle signed by Chinese President
Xi Jinping titled “Setting Off on a
Golden Journey in China-Hunga-
ry Relations,” published Wednes-
day in the Hungarian newspaper
Magyar Nemzet. Xi conveyed
a message of lasting friendship,
mutual respect, and shared aspi-
rations between China and Hun-
gary. Through analysis of histori-
cal, cultural, and diplomatic ties,
Xi paints a vivid picture of the
deep-rooted bond between the
two nations. In essence, Xi em-
phasizes the importance of the
state visit to Hungary and the op-
portunity it offers to reaffirm and
strengthen the long-standing re-
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lationship between the two coun-
tries. Highlighting Hungary’s
natural beauty, cultural richness
and historical significance sets the
stage for a story of admiration and
appreciation for the Hungarian
people and their contribution to
global civilization.

Throughout the text, Xi under-
scores the resilience and solidar-
ity demonstrated by China and
Hungary in times of adversity,
such as the global financial crisis
and the COVID-19 pandemic.

Politics and the region

“Xi’s visit is a gesture, a sign of
gratitude to Hungary and Serbia,”
writes Gergely Salat, a researcher
at the Hungarian Institute of In-
ternational Relations. With the
string of new investments, espe-
cially with the prospect of cheap
Chinese loans, the government
in Budapest eagerly welcomes the
number one of Chinese policy-
making. This will be the first visit
of a Chinese president to Hungary
in 20 years. Hungary has been
ready to defend its interests at
the political level for nearly a
decade, making Budapest an at-
tractive target for Chinese diplo-
matic efforts.

For Orban, ties with China are
part of his “opening to the East”
strategy of strengthening ties
with as many partners as possi-
ble. Hungary also gives Chinese
investors access to the world’s
largest trading bloc. “Many talk
about decoupling and de-risking
these days, which means isolating
Europe’s economy from China’s,”
Orban told Beijing in October last
year. “Hungary rejects that poli-

cy.”” The arrival of Chinese Presi-
dent Xi Jinping in Budapest with
a delegation of around 400 people
is also timed for the 75th anniver-
sary of restoring diplomatic rela-
tions between the two countries.
It is set to be a historic moment
in the relations between the two
countries with significant global
implications.

Hungary became the first Euro-
pean country to establish a work-
ing group with China under the
BRI framework in 2015. In 2017,
the two sides established a com-
prehensive strategic partnership.
Over the past five years, Chinese
investment in Hungary has expe-
rienced steady growth, with Chi-
na now standing as the largest for-
eign direct investor in the country.

Hungary will take over the EU’s
rotating presidency in July, dis-
playing its political position to
other member states. Beijing ex-
pects Hungary to pursue a ratio-
nal and pragmatic China policy
during that period and encourage
other EU member states to do the
same.

Finally, China has emerged as a
transformative force, especially
for Central and Eastern Europe-
an countries. These nations, lo-
cated at the crossroads of Europe
and Asia, have experienced sig-
nificant socio-economic benefits
from their cooperation with Chi-
na. It is quite easy to anathemise a
project, but building and finishing
something that benefits all parties
is complex. Billions have been in-
jected into the region from China,
and whoever wanted and knew
how to work has benefited with-
out complexes, without obstacles,
without dogmatism. Usually, one
goes where one is welcomed; what
is demonstrated by this visit is that
countries that work with China
ultimately benefit plenty.
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
