The Summit of a Community
without Identity! On 16 May,
Tirana hosted successfully
the 6th Summit of the Poli-
tial European Community (
EPC) with the presence of
54 leaders from Europe, the
EU, NATO and OSCE. It was
undoubtedly an important
event for the politics, diplo-
macy and the image of our
country, for which the gov-
ernment and Prime Minister
Rama deserve the best con-
gratulations.

However, the echo of this
Summit and this Communi-
ty established in June 2022
by French President Macron
was not expected to be great-
er.

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A century in the making — what
Prime Minister of Great Britain,
Keir Starmer’svisitto Albaniareally means

n May 15, 2025, history
was written as British
Prime Minister Sir Keir

Starmer stepped onto Albanian
soil, becoming the first UK leader
ever to do so. More than a cere-
monial event, the visit marked a
crucial milestone in the evolution
of a century-long diplomatic rela-
tionship that has weathered ideo-
logical divides, military alliances,
Cold War silence, and a dynam-
ic post-communist renewal. In
many ways, Starmer’s trip is both
a culmination and a beginning —
a powerful signal that the United
Kingdom views Albania as a se-
rious and strategic partner in the
new European landscape.

This editorial examines the deep-
er significance of the visit, con-
textualizing it within a tumultu-
ous history and a rapidly evolving
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geopolitical environment. From
wartime solidarity to Cold War
estrangement and finally to
present-day  cooperation, the
UK-Albania relationship offers a
compelling study in diplomatic
resilience and renewal.

A century of complex ties
To appreciate the weight of Starm-
er’s visit, we must rewind to the
origins of this relationship. The
United Kingdom formally rec-
ognized Albania in 1922, amidst
a regional environment marked
by instability and power rival-
ries. Britain’s foreign policy at the
time was focused on preserving a
balance of power in the Balkans,
particularly countering Italian
expansionism. During the inter-
war years, the UK provided dip-
lomatic and technical assistance
to Albania, helping it consolidate
borders and modernize gover-
nance structures. British support
played a key role in the establish-

ment of a gendarmerie force and
in resolving Albania’s border is-
sues with its neighbors. Yet, those
promising beginnings were de-
railed in 1939 when Fascist Italy
invaded Albania, extinguishing
its sovereignty and ending Brit-
ain’s efforts at fostering stability.
Britain shifted from diplomacy
to resistance, and as World War
IT engulfed Europe, Albania’s role
changed. Though formal dip-
lomatic ties were cut, necessity
forged new connections.

Wartime alliance in
the shadows
During World War II, despite a
lack of official relations, the UK
and Albania cooperated closely in
the fight against fascism. British
missions operated within Alba-
nian territory, coordinating with
local resistance fighters to oppose
Axis forces. This alliance wasn’t
just about military strategy — it
was underpinned by civic engage-
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ment and ideological solidarity.
The Anglo-Albanian Committee,
founded in 1913 by British poli-
tician Aubrey Herbert, was reac-
tivated under the stewardship of
his widow Mary Herbert. It be-
came a vital platform for anti-fas-
cist advocacy and support for Al-
banian sovereignty.

Albania’s strategic location near
the Otranto Strait made it a crit-
ical node in Mediterranean de-
fense planning. The cooperation
forged in the shadows of war left
a residue of goodwill that could
have blossomed into strong post-
war relations. But peace brought
not reconciliation, but division.

The Cold War freeze: From
partners to adversaries

The post-war world quickly de-
scended into ideological conflict,
and the UK-Albania relationship
became one of the early victims.
In 1946, the Corfu Channel in-
cident — where British warships
struck mines in Albanian waters
— led to legal wrangling and the
deterioration of relations. The
British viewed Albania as reckless
and hostile; Albania, under Enver
Hoxha’s rigid Stalinist rule, saw
Britain as a capitalist aggressor.
What followed was a long dip-
lomatic freeze. Albania, isolated
by choice and ideology, became
one of Europe’s most secluded
regimes. Enver Hoxha’s govern-
ment rejected not only the West
but eventually even its socialist
allies. Britain, meanwhile, con-
sidered Albania a Soviet proxy
and focused its attention else-
where in the region.
For nearly five decades, there
were no formal diplomatic ties,
no exchange of ambassadors, and
no substantial engagement. This
vacuum stood in stark contrast
to the wartime cooperation that
preceded it.

A new dawn: Post-Communist
reconnection

The fall of communism in the
early 1990s brought a profound
transformation to Albania. As the
country opened to the world, the
UK was quick to offer support.
Diplomatic relations were re-es-
tablished, and Britain became a
key partner in Albania’s difficult
transition to democracy and mar-
ket economics.

In the chaotic post-communist
years, including the domestic
turmoil of 1997 and the Kosovo
conflict in 1999, the UK provided
not just aid but political advoca-
cy for Albania’s stabilization and
regional role. The UK supported
democratic institution-building,
civil society development, and
crucial judicial reforms. Brit-
ish influence helped shape a free
media, transparent governance

structures, and a professionalized
military, laying the groundwork
for Albania’s eventual NATO ac-
cession in 2009.

In the decades that followed, the
UK and Albania deepened coop-
eration in trade, education, de-
fense, and the rule of law. Britain
became a consistent voice sup-
porting Albania’s EU aspirations.
Though Brexit changed the UK’s
relationship with the EU, it didn’t
diminish London’s interest in the
Balkans. If anything, it reinforced
the need to cultivate independent
partnerships in the region.

Diplomacy beyond migration
The May 2025 visit was notable
not just for its symbolism but
for its substance. Prime Minister
Starmer met with Albanian Pres-
ident Bajram Begaj and Prime
Minister Edi Rama, emphasizing
mutual interests and a new era of
cooperation. Topics ranged from
trade and security to youth en-
gagement and judicial reform.
But inevitably, the issue of migra-
tion loomed large. In recent years,
the presence of illegal Albanian
migrants in the UK has become
a political flashpoint. Certain
British politicians have used it
to stoke populist sentiment, por-
traying Albanian nationals as a
threat. These narratives, often
divorced from facts, did serious
harm to the relationship.
Starmer’s visit, however, seemed
to mark a turning point. “The fact
that 'm here is a declaration of
intent,” he said, signaling a break
from the megaphone diplomacy
of the past. Edi Rama respond-
ed with his own directness: “The
myth of the criminal Albanian
has collapsed.” The two lead-
ers presented a united front, not
only in tackling illegal migration
and organized crime but also in
celebrating the contributions of
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law-abiding, integrated Albanian
communities in the UK.

Rama also raised a pressing con-
cern often overlooked in migra-
tion debates: the legal status of
Albanians who arrived in the UK
during the Kosovo war under
false identities. Many of these in-
dividuals have lived in the UK for
over two decades, contributing to
society but facing legal and bu-
reaucratic challenges due to their
dual identity status. It is time for
British policymakers to address
this complex issue with compas-
sion and pragmatism.

No Italian-Style deal, and that’s
good diplomacy

Ahead of the visit, speculation
swirled about whether the UK
would seek an Italy-style migra-
tion deal with Albania to house
asylum seekers. Both Starmer
and Rama firmly denied such in-
tentions. “We are married to Ita-
ly,” Rama quipped. “Everything
else is just love.”

This clarity is not just refreshing
— it’s essential. Albania should
not be treated as a transaction-
al partner in managing Britain’s
domestic migration dilemmas.
Strategic partnership means col-
laboration on mutual priorities,
not outsourcing challenges. The
rejection of a copycat deal shows
maturity on both sides.

Defense: A new pillar
of cooperation
One of the visit’s most tangible
outcomes was the signing of a
non-binding but strategically sig-
nificant Declaration of Intent on
defense cooperation. In the pres-
ence of Starmer and Rama, Alba-
nia’s Defense Minister Pirro Ven-
gu and UK Ambassador Nicholas
Abbott signed an agreement to
deepen collaboration in military
production, counter-drone tech-
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nology, and joint exports. The
declaration envisions a future
where Albanian and British firms
co-develop military vehicles, air
defense systems, and training
initiatives. While no legal obliga-
tions were created, the framework
lays the foundation for future
binding agreements and indus-
trial cooperation. Starmer hailed
the deal as part of “a new era for
European security,” highlighting
Albania’s growing role in NATO
and the broader effort to counter
hybrid threats in the region.

The road ahead: Strategic
partners in a changing Europe
As the UK redefines its foreign
policy in a post-Brexit, post-
Covid world, and as Albania con-
tinues its journey toward full EU
membership, the opportunities

Starmer’s visit to Tirana
is more than a diplomatic
footnote.

he European Union has

found itself once again on

the wrong side of history,
this time in the Western Balkans,
where its policy toward Kosovo has
morphed from strategic blunder to
outright sabotage. A new report
by the GAP Institutel, a respected
Pristina-based think tank, reveals
that over €600 million in vital de-
velopment funds have been frozen
or indefinitely delayed as a result
of punitive EU sanctions against
Kosovo. The sectors most affected
energy and environment are not
merely bureaucratic categories,
but existential pillars for a country
battling post-war fragility, chronic
underdevelopment, and the urgent
need to transition away from coal
dependency.
This financial strangulation did
not emerge in a vacuum. It is the
result of a geopolitical farce in
which the EU, in its eagerness to
appease Serbian President Alek-
sandar Vucic, has punished the
only functioning democracy in the
region for exercising its sovereign
rights within its own territory.
The so-called “measures” were im-
posed in 2023, following Kosovo’s
decision to close down a series of
illegal Serbian-run institutions in
the north including post offices
operating outside the constitution-
al order of the Republic of Koso-
vo2. The government also made
moves to reopen the Ibér River
bridge in Mitrovica, a bridge that
for decades has symbolised ethnic
division, and which Prime Min-
ister Albin Kurti sought to trans-
form into a site of reconciliation.
These actions legitimate by every
standard of international law and
internal governance, were prompt-

ly denounced by Brussels and
Washington as “uncoordinated”
and “provocative”3. The response
was swift and cynical: economic
sanctions, diplomatic isolation,
and an all-but-explicit message to
Pristina that exercising sovereignty
would come at a cost. The GAP In-
stitute’s assessment now quantifies
that cost €613.4 million in blocked
funds, including €460 million ear-
marked for green energy and en-
vironmental development. These
figures are not simply statistics,
they are evidence of political pun-
ishment dressed up as diplomacy.

While Kosovo is sanctioned for re-
moving illegal parallel structures,
Serbia faces no repercussions for
sheltering the very individuals
orchestrating violence against
Kosovar police and institutions.
The September 24, 2023 para-
military attack in Banjska4, an
organised armed incursion by a
Serbian-backed militia seeking to
replicate Crimea-style annexation
tactics, should have triggered a
robust Western response. Instead,
Vucic’s government, which pro-
tects suspects like Milan Radoicic,
remains untouched. Serbia5 con-

tinues to be courted by EU mem-
ber states, signs multi-billion-euro
defence contracts, and plays host
to Russian intelligence networks
and Wagner Group recruitment
operations, all while parading it-
self as an EU candidate.

The EU’s failure is not just one
of moral consistency, it is a der-
eliction of duty. Its actions have
emboldened a Kremlin-aligned
strongman in Belgrade while un-
dermining Kosovo’s international
legitimacy and internal stability.
In what moral universe does the
EU penalise a democratic state for
upholding the rule of law, while in-
dulging a government that openly
collaborates with regimes in Mos-
cow, Tehran, and Beijing?

The diplomatic logic behind this
appeasement is bankrupt. It is
rooted in a fantasy that Serbia,
despite its authoritarian drift, can
be “kept in the European orbit” if
sufficiently pampered. But Vucic
has made his loyalties clear. Serbia
refuses to align with EU sanctions
on Russia, grants citizenship to
Russian oligarchs, purchases Ira-
nian and Chinese weaponry, and
actively facilitates Kremlin soft
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power across the Balkans. In any
sane policy environment, these
would be grounds for isolation, not
reward.

The most staggering indictment,
however, is the silence of EU lead-
ership in the face of these facts.
Previous foreign policy chiefs, par-
alysed by risk aversion and haunted
by the ghost of the 1990s, adopted
a hands-off posture that amount-
ed to complicity. But the arrival
of Kaja Kallas, a politician forged
by Estonia’s resistance to Russian
imperialism ought to mark a turn-
ing point. She has no excuse for
repeating the errors of her prede-
cessors. If she understands the me-
chanics of Kremlin aggression, as
her rhetoric suggests, she must ap-
ply that understanding to the Bal-
kans, where Serbia now functions
as Putin’s most effective proxy.
What Brussels has inflicted upon
Kosovo is not diplomacy; it is co-
ercion. It is a calculated act of po-
litical punishment against a small,
post-conflict state for refusing to
bend to the illegitimate demands
of an aggressor. Kosovo’s efforts
to assert control over its own ter-
ritory should have been met with
support, not sanctions. Instead,
the EU has actively undermined
those efforts, demanding de-esca-
lation while ignoring the source of
escalation: Belgrade6.

There is no diplomatic symmetry
here. Kosovo did not invade any-
one’s territory, nor did it destabilise
a neighbour. It merely enforced the
rule of law within its own borders.
Serbia, by contrast, has stoked eth-
nic unrest, armed criminal net-
works, and flirted openly with au-
thoritarian alliances hostile to the
West7. The notion that Kosovo and
Serbia are both equally to blame is
not only absurd, it is a dangerous
moral evasion.

If Brussels wishes to reclaim even
a modicum of legitimacy in the
Western Balkans, it must reverse
course. It must lift these punitive
measures, hold Serbia accountable
for its acts of aggression, and sup-
port Kosovo not just in rhetoric but
in tangible policy. Anything less is
a betrayal not only of Kosovo, but
of the very idea of Europe.

The West’s coddling of Vucicll
is not just a tactical error, it is a
strategic catastrophe. The EU is

feeding the very forces that seek
to unravel its unity and weaken its
resolve. If it continues down this
path, the next Banjska may not be
in Kosovo, but somewhere else in
Europe, where another border is
tested, and another democracy is
left to fight alone.

To restore credibility and reclaim
the moral ground so reckless-
ly abandoned12, the European
Union must move decisively, not
cautiously. It must dismantle the
architecture of appeasement erect-
ed by the morally bankrupt trium-
virate of Josep Borrelll3, Miroslav
Lajcakl4, and Gabriel Escobarl5
figures whose tenure will be re-
membered as the institutionalisa-
tion of hypocrisy cloaked in the
language of diplomacy. Their lega-
cy must be buried beneath a new
doctrine: one that insists on ac-
countability, not indulgence. Serbia
must be made to choose with abso-
lute clarity between its alignment
with the Kremlin and integration
into the democratic European or-
der. This means real consequences:
suspension of EU accession talks, a
freeze on economic privileges, and
the initiation of targeted sanctions
against those enabling state-spon-
sored aggression and criminal net-
works in Kosovo. Simultaneously,
Brussels must immediately lift its
punitive measures against Kosovo,
publicly acknowledge the legitima-
cy of its state actions, and establish
a robust, long-term commitment
to Kosovo’s energy transition and
institutional resilience. The time
for transactional diplomacy is
over. If the EU cannot uphold its
founding principles in the Balkans
where its values are being tested in
the most visceral way, it forfeits the
right to speak of democracy at all.
A principled Balkan strategy is not
merely about Kosovo; it is about
salvaging the very soul of Europe.

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Charlemagne Prize Von der Leyen
honoured for advancing European unity

uropean Commission President

Ursula von der Leyen called for the
creation of an independent Europe on
Thursday after receiving the prestigious
Charlemagne Prize in the western Ger-
man city of Aachen.
“An independent Europe - I know this
message sounds scary to many people.
But this is essentially about our free-
dom,” von der Leyen said.
She warned of the misconception of
trusting that everything will return to
the way it was before. “That will not hap-
pen. Because the geopolitical tensions
are enormous.”
“The world is once again shaped by im-
perial powers and imperial wars. By
great powers that are prepared to use all
means, fair and foul, to gain an advan-
tage,” she said, noting Russia’s full-scale
invasion of Ukraine as a striking exam-
ple of this trend. The need to invest in
European security is therefore becoming
ever more urgent, she said.
“A new international order will emerge
within this decade,” von der Leyen said.
She emphasized that Europe must shape
this order. “Our mission is European in-
dependence.”
In the economic sphere, the EU also
aims to strengthen its trade partnership
with the United States, seeking a more
stable and strategic transatlantic rela-
tionship, she said.
“But we also know that 87% of world
trade is with other countries that are all
seeking stability and looking for oppor-
tunities,” she emphasized.

Merz: Germany backs stronger,

safer Europe

Meanwhile, German Chancellor Frie-
drich Merz vowed support for the
strengthening of Europe and its defence,
as he honoured von der Leyen during his
speech at the award ceremony.
Merz emphasized the need for Europe
to now embody peace externally as well.
“Germany stands ready to lead the way
in this task with all determination in

close coordination with our European
partners and neighbours.”

Turning to von der Leyen, the EU’s most
high-profile politician, Merz praised her
leadership: “You give Europe a voice in
the world - a European voice.”

He added that she was being awarded the
Charlemagne Prize “most deservedly”
for her efforts.

Merz also reiterated the German govern-
ment’s continued support for Ukraine,
stating, “We will support Ukraine with
all our strength.”

Calling for deeper cooperation among
European defence industries, he added:
“We Germans are prepared to make
far-reaching decisions at the NATO
summit in June.”

Spanish king rejects calls to dismantle
the EU

In his speech, Spanish King Felipe VI
firmly rejected calls to dismantle the Eu-
ropean Union, warning against the rise
of “dangerous and misguided voices”
advocating for a return to isolated na-
tional politics.

“We need to confront them! Dangerous
and misguided voices that argue that
Europeans will be freer, more indepen-
dent and sovereign if they inhabit sepa-
rate national political communities and
work alone to address global challenges,”
he said.

A reversal of the European Union would
leave Europeans powerless to the whims
of others, he stated.

“The international environment - I
strongly believe - calls for more Europe.”

The Charlemagne Prize
The Charlemagne Prize is widely re-
garded as the highest honour for contri-
butions to European unity. The award
committee praised von der Leyen for
“keeping Europe united, resilient and
capable of action.”
The German conservative-turned-EU
politician wants her prize money of €1
million ($1.1 million) which is being
awarded for the first time this year, to be
used for projects benefitting Ukrainian
children.
The award recipient decides jointly with
the Charlemagne Prize board how the
prize money should be used. The money
was donated by a married couple of en-
trepreneurs from Aachen.
Among former laureates are many poli-
ticians - British prime minister Winston
Churchill, German chancellor Angela
Merkel and US president Bill Clinton -
as well as representatives of European
institutions and the late pope Francis.
In 2023, Ukrainian President Volody-
myr Zelensky and the Ukrainian people
were honoured.
The last European Commission pres-
ident to receive the prize was Jacques
Delors in 1992, widely regarded as the
architect of the European single market
and a key pioneer of the euro.
The award is named after Charlemagne,
whose Frankish empire extended over
large parts of Europe in the early Middle
Ages and who is therefore sometimes re-
ferred to as the Father of Europe.
